Introduction

touristique, etc. Ces domaines ont été analysés et décrits dans 20 mémoires de maitrise, 30 livres, 18 études et
49 articles. Ce travail archivistique concernant les militaires vient enrichir cette collection et apporte une
acquisition de connaissance supplémentaire qui, sans aucun doute, va aider tant les généalogistes, les historiens
que les autres passionnés de mon coin de pays.

Le Musée de 1’Artillerie royale canadienne — le Musée national de 1’ Artillerie du Canada — est le
seul musée au monde qui vise a faire connaitre 1’histoire intégrale des plus de 200 000 artilleurs
canadiens qui ont servi le Canada en temps de guerre et en temps de paix depuis 1855. Le Régiment
royal de I’ Artillerie canadienne (RRAC) fait partie intégrante de I’histoire du Canada depuis les
premiers jours de notre nation.

En 1962, le Musée de I’ARC a été établi a la Base des Forces canadiennes Shilo, au Manitoba, afin
de préserver et d’interpréter ce fier patrimoine pour les générations a venir. Le musée a amassé une
collection et des archives d’importance nationale comptant plus de 65 000 artefacts, dont plus de
150 pieces d’artillerie et véhicules.

Avant-propos

La venue des militaires a I’1le d’Orléans a partir de 1858 fait suite a une décision des autorités militaires
d’y installer un champ de tir d’abord pour les carabiniers et ensuite, a partir de 1867, pour des exercices de tir
au canon. Plusieurs éléments ont contribué au choix de ce site entre autres : la facilité d’acces via les traversiers
entre Québec et le quai de Ste Pétronille, un milieu champétre et paisible loin des tracas de la ville, I’acces aux
battures du fleuve sans avoir a abattre des arbres et a faire des travaux de défrichage important, et, qui plus est,
un site d’une beauté pittoresque exceptionnel maintes fois souligner dans les articles de journaux. Egalement, il
faut mentionner que des pressions de citadins influents de la Haute-Ville, ennuyés par le bruit assourdissant
provenant du tir au canon a partir de la Citadelle, ont sans doute contribué au transfert de ces exercices au
champ de tir de I’Ile d’Orléans.

Dans un premier temps, il m’a semblé important d’un point de vue historique de présenter des éléments
d’informations relatifs aux exercices de tir au canon a partir de la Citadelle de Québec. La période couverte
s’étale de 1856 a 1867. Ces exercices avaient lieu en hiver lorsque le fleuve était gelé et les cibles étaient situées
a ’embouchure de la riviere St Charles.

1856 — Artillerie volontaire (a Québec)

Quebec Volunteer Artillery

Capt. Gamache’s company of Flying Artillery had their fist target practice with 6 pounders on the ice
on Tuesday. Although a sharp wind was blowing, they planted eleven shots in the target out of 42,
and two of those entered the bull’s eye, at from 500 to 800 yards range. This is considered excellent
tiring.

The Royal Artillery have been exercised at target practice, with heavy cannon, the two last

afternoons. They fired from the Citadel, and target was fixed on the ice at the mouth of the River St.

The mark is a target
set om the ice, at the confluence of the St. Charles and the St Lawrence, and the balls on their way
pass over the whole of the Lower Town, where the report of each charge fired, stuns every person out
of doors, and occasionally causes runaways and other little accidents. We saw one or two very fair
shots made on Monday. When one listens to the explosion of these discharges, some idea of the
tearful onslaught and thunder of the twenty-nine similar guns in the «the Redan» of Sebastopol, my

1859 — Explosion d’une bombe

Explosion of a Bomshell — Providential Escape

On Saturday last, a man named Leclerc residing int St Roch, escaped most providentially falling a
victim to a very singular accident. The man has been in the habit of collecting old iron, and turning it
proat. In the course of Saturday, a young boy came to his house, and offered for sale a bomb-shell,
which (he said) he had found on the ice at the mouth of the river St. Charles. Though the bomb did
not exhibit any fracture, it nevertheless failed to excite the attention of Leclerc, who brought it, and
immediately set to work to break it up. He succeeded in getting out the bulk of the barge, and
introduced into it a large-wedge, for the purpose of breaking up the shell, striking on it with a heavy
hammer. After a few strokes a spark was produced, to which he paid no attention; but almost
instantly afterwards on continuing his labour, an explosion took place, and fragments of the bomb
flew in all directions, carrying with them a whole side of the hangar, in which the man was working.
Some of the pieces were carried off to a considerable distance, falling even in the third street. Most
astonishing to relate the fragments of the bomb struck the dwelling house with great force, and broke
over 50 panes of glass, and yet did touch his wife, who was standing close to the window; Leclerc
himself escaped slightly injured and a young boy who was looking at him while at work was not

hurt at all.

The Quebec Volunteer Field Battery under its commander, Capt. E. Lamontagne, carried out its
annual gun practice on the ice on the River St. Charles, on the 19%, 22nd and 23 instant.

Shrapnell shell, 55 bursted admirably, the lead balls piercing the target in about 200 places. Out of 80
solid shot from six-pounders, 26 passed through the target. The range in both cases varied from 840
to 900 yards. Although the wind on the last day of the practice was very unfavorable (blowing very
strong across the range), yet on the whole the practice was very successful. Col. The Hon. A. De
Salaberry, Deputy adjutant General of Lower Canada, was present at the last day’s practice, and
expressed himself highly satisfied. Dr. Wolfe attended practice on each day to render medical
assistance in case of accident. Notwithstanding that these target practice are requires by the
Government to be performed in each year, and are not counted in the annual drill for which pay is
voted to the force, the attendance of the volunteers on this occasion was very creditable.

We may observe that, owing to the increased cost of ammunition for the gun practice of the Foot
Companies, (who are suppose only to use heavy garrison gins) the Government do not allow any
appropriation for gun practice by these companies. It is remarked that this parsimonious
management, leading as it does to invidious distinction, can not but act prejudicially to the interests

of the Provincial force as a whole.

In the course of yesterday, Dr. F. E. Roy, of St. Francois street, St. Roch’s, was called upon to attend
one Louis Allarie, a resident of King street, St. Roc’s, who was suffering from a severe injury in the
shoulder, caused in a rather singular manner. As our readers are aware, parties of the Royal Artillery
are engaged, almost daily, in practising with heavy guns at a target, pitched upon the ice of the River
St. Charles, off the Commissioners'wharf. Several persons are usually occupied in picking up the
balls; and it appears that, while Allarie was so engaged, a rebounding ball glanced against his
shoulder, inflicting a fraction and dislocation. Dr F. E. Roy gave the unfortunate sufferer the attention

which his condition demanded and he is progressing favorably.

Target Practice

The Courrier has received complaints as to the Royal Artillery, of late, so placing their targets on the
ice as almost to enfilade the road leading from the Island of Orleans to Quebec, thus endangering the
lives of parties passing between those places. One of the accident most likely to occur at any time,
through the present direction of the firing, is the frightening of horses not accustomed to crossing the
track of shot, and the throwing out of the drivers on the ice Our contemporary says: We don’t
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understand why the Artillerymen who have, as a practicing ground, all the portion of the ice-bridge
between the Island road ans the «battures« of Levis, have erected their target in the present spot. The
inhabitants of Orleans are said to have a decided objection to serving as chance targets for the Royal

Artillery.

Il parait que vers 9 1/2 heures, un certain nombre de ces volontaires revenant du drill-shed ont été
attaqués par une troupe de gamins, et dans la lutte et 'excitation qui ont suivi, la porte, les fenétres et
contrevents d’une maison occupée par un nommeé Larkin et sa famille ont été mis en piece a coups de
crosses de carabine. Larkin prétend que ni lui ni sa famille n’avaient en aucune maniere provoqué les
volontaires.

Une investigation va sans doute avoir lieu sur cette affaire, et I'on saura d’'une maniere positive si

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Unsoldierly Conduct

We regret to have to state that a number of the men of the Ninth Battalion, were guilty, last night, of
conduct of a nature to draw reproach upon a corps that has hitherto borne a good reputation for quiet
behaviour and discipline. We are informed that, after drill, about half-past nine o’clock, a party of the
men of this corps while proceeding down the hill leading from the drill-shed, attacked a dwelling in
Artillery street, smashing its doors, shutters and windows with their rifle-butts and alarming terribly
all the inmates, who were in bed at the time. The house was occupied by a man, named Larkin, and
family, none of whom had injured or offended the enraged assailants. Further down the street, the
same party vented their wrath, in a similar manner, on the doors and windows of a widow, who was
equally unconscious of having given them any cause for their riotous and unmanly proceeding.
It is said that that one of the offenders broke his rifle in the onslaught on the houses. It is reported
that some of the men of the battalion had been maltreated during the day, but of this we have no
positive information. At any rate, the persons in Artillery street who have received so much reason to
complain, do not appear to have had any connexion with the affair. An investigation int the whole

matter should, and no doubt, will be made in the interest of the public.

The Ninth battalion Affair

We learn, in connection with the irregularity of which some of the men of this fine corps were guilty
on Thursday evening, mentioned in our last, that they had been subjected to a good deal of
annoyance, for some time previous by parties living in the neighborhood of Artillery street. It is
alleged, that some members of the above battalion have been frequently pelted with snow-balls ans
lumps of ice by mischievous youths of the locality in questions, and that the assault on the houses
was dictated in a moment of passion, by a spirit of retaliation. There is little doubt, however, that
among the mistakes made by the volunteers on the occasion was that of believing their tormentor
resided in the dwellings attacked. This should be a lesson to mischief-makers to refrain from
annoying and insulting volunteers, who have claims to the respect and confidence of the community
which should ensure them at all times fait and even kindly treatment on the part of all classes. We
hope the police will keep an eye on the locality in question, to secure the volunteers full protection
from molestation, for it is highly undesirable they should be subjected to the temptation of taking the
law inti their own hands. While it is their duty to conduct themselves in an orderly manner towards
the citizens not wearing Her Majesty’s uniform, it is incumbent on the latter to abstain from

everything calculated to give offence in the slightest degree to our gallant citizen soldiers.

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markers belonging to the Royal Artillery wisely kept a long distance off the target, and while
showing their own prudence, it would certainly not have been amiss had they kept the venturesome

urchins from a spot to which, for a petty price they clung, at the risk of mortal injury.

The officers present were Major Bowen, commanding; Captains Grant and
Murray, Lieutenants White and Fraser. The firing was to have been resumed yesterday morning from

Soldiers have been removing loose fragments of rock a
little north of that house, and the petitioner has reason to fear the descent of the portion in question at
every discharge of the guns in the Citadel: No doubt the firing of the heavy cannon, above, loosens
and detaches portions of the cliff, and there is good reason to be apprehensive of a fall of the mass
complained of. Since Mr. Baillargé has reports it dangerous. The petition is signed by the Pro-Mayor
and a number of the leading citizens. It his hard to ask the military authorities to stop artillery
practice, but request of the above kind, involving the lives of the citizens are worthy of consideration.
Some arrangement should be made for the removal of houses in too close proximity to the portions of
the rock considered liable to be brought down by gun-practice, so as to allow the military to maintain
their proficiency in the use of the guns mounted on the Citadel.

1858 — Forces volontaires

Active Volunteer Forces

On Tuesday (to-morrow), St. Peter’s day, or the Féte d’obligation of St. Peter and St. Paul, the members
pf the Volunteer Forces of this city intend to get up a grant excursion pic nic, and have already
invited numerous friends to accompany them. A convenient and comfortable steamer will start from
the New Market Wharf at half-past 9 o’clock, and will convey the volunteers and their friends, both
gentlemen and ladies, to the Island of Orleans, where it is proposed to pass the day in various
pleasant ways. As there will be two band of music, on board, it is not difficult to conjecture one
special purpose for which their services will be required. Every thing has been duly arranges; and,
through the kindness of Mr. N.B. Bowen, there will be no difficulty about leading and

accommodation on shore.
The Morning Chronicle, 28 juin 1858, p.2

Yesterday, St. Peter’s day, otherwise the festival of St. Peter and St. Paul, appeared to be observed
very generally by the messes in this city and the vicinity as a regular holiday for recreation and
enjoyment. There were excursions, pic-nics and fishing parties in all directions; and the weather,
though of a lowering and changeable aspect, proved very favorable. We felt much pleasure in
accepting a very kind and friendly invitation from the Acting Volunteer Force, through Adjutant
Captain Kelly, to be present at a pic-nic, arranged to take place on the Island of Orleans. The Grand
Trunk Ferry Steamer, a large and convenient vessel, was engaged to convey to the place of
destination, the members of the various corps. Joining in the excursion, and their invited visitors. The
hour appointed for starting was, as previously announced, half-past nine o’clock; and, at that hour,
the various parties began to muster on the wharf and the vessel. The different bodies of volunteers
marched down in military order preceded by a band, and immediately, on going on board, piled
their arms in different parts of the steamer, the Artillery shipping two of their guns with great ease
and zeal. The vessel left the wharf before 10 o’clock; the band played merrily and the Artillery firing a
parting salute. There must have been abut 500 persons on board, including upwards of 200 members
of the Active Volunteers. We observed among the notables Colonel Thorndyke, Inspector of the
Volunteer Forces, Col. Sewell, and Col. Bell. The last named officer had been expected or invited, as
we understand, to take command, and to preside at the board on the occasion; but he of course, gave
way in the former respect to his senior, Colonel Sewell. The voyage was a pleasant as well could be,
and all too short. The landing was affected in good order; though some ladies, and not all of juvenile
standing, preferred, I their excitement and ardour, jumping from the upper deck down upon the
wharf to walking the plank quietly from the lower deck on the inclined plane. The Volunteers drew
up along the road leading from the wharf and marched forward, the Band and Artillery preceding, to
a convenient position near the beach, having a picturesque view of the city of Quebec in front. Here
the assembled force were inspected by Colonel Thorndyke; and, at the conclusion of the brief but
very satisfactory review, a salute was fired by the Artillery. After this, various parties dispersed in
different directions to seek out as admire this beautiful part of the island. We proceeded to get a
closer view of Mr. Bowen’s residence and the projected site on the future city of Montcalm. Where
there is so much to admire it is unnecessary to particularise. After a short ramble we came suddenly
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from among the trees upon the open space, where the tables were laid out for the feast; and where the
tents were being pitched for the protection of visitors from the rain or the sun, though fortunately no
inconvenient was felt from either. The scene was very striking large numbers had already assembled,
flags were fluttering in the breeze, and the mixture of military uniforms amid the dresses of the male
and female visitors produced a pleasing effect. We inquired whether the field had any special
denomination, and were answered in the negative. Mr. Suchanan suggested that it should hence
forward be denominated the Champ de Mars. The tents were pitched, the band began to play,
quadrille parties were formed, the dance proceeded, and slight refreshments were handed round to
the faint and weary. This went on till the banquet was announced, and the féte champétre began in
good earnest. The tables were laid out in the form of a Greek pi. At the middle of the cross table,
which connected to two longer ones, stood Colonel Bell with Colonel Thorndyke and Sewell on either
side, supported by the specially invited guests. The table were laid for abut 300, ans all the available
space was soon occupied. There were abundant supplies of various kinds of substantial food with
several relays, and no lack of ale or wine. All the members of the force were unremitting in attention
to their guests, not appearing to heed their own wants, till they had waited upon their friends. On
cessation from the feasting the scene became very enlivening; merry groups were formed all over the
plain; laughter and mirth and clouds from the fragment weed rose towards heaven. The music burst
forth anew, dancing was resumed, and enjoyment seemed at a climax. At this early but happy
moment (3 o’clock P.M.) we quietly withdrew from the enchanting circle, and returned by the
ordinary ferry boat to Quebec, with feelings of regret on account of our early departure, and full of
grateful acknowledgments for the hospital and generous treat, which we had enjoyed, persuaded that
such reunions can not fail to promote the association of civil ad domestic duties with the patriotic
inspirations of those, who, in times of emergency, would be prepared to defend our hearths and
altars.

While we are in the act of concluding these remarks we perceive that our hosts and their friends have
returned; and several corps of the Active Volunteers are marching up Mountain hill, to martial strain,
as fresh and vigorous as of they were advancing to another campaign, instead of returning from the

fatigues of a laborious files day.

Ceux-ci ont jeté la terreur dans la paroisse de Saint-
Pierre, au point que les femmes et les filles des paisibles habitant d’osent plus vaquer a leurs
occupations dans les champs ou se mettre sur le chemin. Nous désirons appeler l'attention des
autorités militaire sur un état de chose aussi déplorable et qui leur est si facile de faire cesser. Nous
croyons en la loyauté du colonel Munroe; mais s’il faisait remonter au commandant des forces, le
général Eyre lui-méme, nous n’avons aucune crainte pour le résultat, car nous connaissons son sens
droit et son esprit de justice. Il ne voudra pas laisser ainsi piller et démoraliser une paroisse de
respectables et paisibles citoyens par une soldatesque sans frein et sans vergogne; il ne voudra pas la
forcer a demander justice et protection a l’autorité civile, son protecteur naturel. Le soldat n’existe
pas pour insulter et outrager le citoyen, il existe pour le protéger et le défendre contre 1'agression et
'outrage.

The Company of the 39th Regt. which has been sojourning on the Island of Orleans, returned to town
yesterday afternoon, and will not, we are informed, be replaced during this season.

Un soldat lui a
enlevé de I'oignon et I’a menacé de le percer avec un couteau — le 20 septembre un quart de corde de
bois volé ainsi que quelques gerbes d’avoine, Ses clotures ont été souvent brisées, et les animaux des
voisins sont entré sur sa terre.

«Barthélémy Noél — du foin, de la paille, du lin, de I’oignon et du blé d’inde.

«Frangois Paradis, demeurant a cinq arpents du camp -clotures brisées, perches enlevées — le 22
septembre a 9 heures du soir, pierres jetées sur sa maison par les soldats qui ont regard par les chassis
et ont r6dé longtemps autour de sa maison, en l'invitant (lui Paradis) a sortir sans doute pour le
frapper. D’autres ont lancé des pierres a son cheval; dans la semaine du 19 au 28, ils ont enlevé de
'oignon de son jardin. Le 5 octobre vers quatre et demi p.m., dans soldats ont allumé un feu dans le
chemin pour faire peur a son cheval, et ont essayé de monter malgré lui dans sa voiture.

«Louis Pichet, demeurant a un mille du camp. Les soldats ont passé sur sa terre, laissé les barrieres
ouvertes et sont entré dans sa grange; et sur défense de faire ainsi, ont répondu qu’ils le feraient
encore.

«Damase Godbout, demeurant a quinze arpents du camp. Pommes enlevées dans son jardin, en sa
présence, et ces vols se sont réitérés une dizaine de fois par un plus grand nombre.

«Louis Pichet, écuyer, demeurant a trois mille du camp. Pommes enlevées dans son jardin.

«Frangois Boutin, demeurant a dix arpents du camp. Le 26 septembre, trois soldats, étant entré dans
son étable, y ont saisi plusieurs poules; mais ayant été surpris sur le fait, ils n’ont pu les emporter; le 2
octobre, plusieurs soldats se sont emparés de son cheval qui était attelé a sa porte, et ont brisé sa
voiture; ses clotures sont souvent débouchées, et impossible de mener paitre ses animaux vers la
greve.

«Alexis Ferland, demeurant a un mille du camp. Dix arbres au moins, coupés sur sa terre, dimanche 3
octobre, des soldats ivres se sont battus devant sa maison pendant pres de 2 heures; quelques-uns
sont montés sur sa galerie; ensuite I'un deux a voulu prendre un pieu dans l'intention de le frapper.
Frangois Chabot — Le 17 octobre, quatre soldats sont restés devant sa maison pendant les vépres,
environ une heure et demie, et ont tenté plusieurs fois d’entrer, méme par violence.

«Mme Veuve Turcotte — Vingt soldat ont passé le méme temps a peu pres a la porte de sa maison,
fermée a le clef, et ont essayé d’enfoncer la porte a coup de genoux, cela aussi le 17 octobre.

«Ils ont été aussi plusieurs fois dans le verger de M. Le curé, et sont allés regarder par les fenétres de

la maison de Pierre Leclerc.»

Accablé par la chaleur du
jour et fatigué d'une longue tournée sur I'ile, il s'assit a I'ombre d'un arbre et se laissa gagner par le
sommeil. En s'éveillant, il s'aperqut que non-seulement il avait dormi au-dela de I'heure du départ du
vapeur, mais qu'il ne savait plus quel coté prendre pour se rendre a bon port. Quatre soldats venant a
passer par la, il leur demanda de le conduire au lieu de I'embarquement. Ceux-ci s’empresserent
d'obtempérer a sa demande et lui dirent qu'ils allaient par le chemin le plus court. Pour cela, ils

Plaintes des habitants de Saint-Pierre

Il y a deux ans, le gouvernement militaire louait un terrain sur les hauteurs de Saint-Pierre, ile
d’Orléans, pour y placer des tentes et y loger des soldats, Deux compagnies stationnaient a la fois sur
I'1le et y étaient remplacées, a des intervalles de quinze jours ou plus, par deux autres compagnies, et
ainsi de suite jusqu’a ce que toutes les troupes présentes a Québec y passassent. Le gouvernement
militaire avait un double but: exercer les soldats au tir et améliorer leur santé par l'air pur de la
campagne.

A cette détermination il n’y avait rien a redire : mais ce qui était condamnable, c’était la conduite des
soldats vis-a-vis la population de Saint-Pierre. Les jardins fruitiers et potagers étaient pillés, les arbres
fruitiers mémes mutilés sans miséricorde, et les femmes attaquées sur le chemin et les maisons
entourées et menacées en I’absence des maitres durant les offices de 1'église, le dimanche.

Des plaintes furent portées devant Son Excellence, le commandant en chef des forces de Sa Majesté,
feu Sir William Eyre, qui renvoya, pour information, la requéte des habitants de Saint-Pierre aux
autorités militaires du lieu, lesquelles firent leur rapport a leur maniere et trouverent moyen
d’étouffer la vérité. Cependant nous ne ferons pas l'injustice de dire que le colonel Munroe était
favorable aux déprédations et aux insultes dont les soldats étaient accusés. Il répondit aux
représentants du comté, qui avait la mission spéciale de lui parler sur le sujet, que «si on prenait les
soldats coupables il les ferait punir sévérement.» Mais on sait qu'il est impossible d’identifier un soldat,
les hommes d"un méme régiment étant tous habillés de la méme maniere et absolument des étrangers
aux habitants de Saint-Pierre qui ne parlent méme pas leur langue.

L’année derniere, les troupes ne sont pas allé a 1'ille nous ne savons pourquoi. Cependant, elles ont
obtenu du gouvernement provincial la permission d’occuper une partie de la greve, du c6té nord, au
grand dommage des habitants qui ne peuvent ni fréquenter leurs péches ni méme traverser sans
danger ceux de leurs champs qui avoisinent le rivage; et cette années les troupes sont rendues de
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nouveau a Saint-Pierre. Donc il est impossible aux propriétaires riverains d’approcher du fleuve sur
une étendue d’un mille et demi, et quelques-uns d’eux ont méme trouvé un nombre considérable de
balles dans leurs champs cultivés.

Nous nous y sommes rendu dimanche, pour voir les choses de nous-mémes, afin de pouvoir en
parler avec connaissance de cause. Nous avons vu des soldats traverser les champs dans tous les
sens, et fouler au pied la moisson.

Nous avons vu des prairies tellement foulées et détruites qu’il sera parfaitement inutile d’y mettre la
faulx. Les soldats brisent les clotures, et briilent jusqu’aux barrieres pour faire des feux de joie sur le
rivage.

La Gazette de Québec a dit comment ils ont dépouillé et volé un malheureux étranger qui leur
demandait le chemin pour se rendre au débarcadere. Mais le mauvais exemple vient de plus haut, et
les officiers mémes s’amusent a sauter a cheval de champ en champ, comme si tous ces champs
étaient a eux. Il nous semble a nous que I'armée n’est pas créée pour tyranniser, dépouiller et ruiner
les citoyens, qu’au contraire elle existe pour la protection de la vie et de la propriété; et nous ne
disons pas trop en demandant aux autorités compétentes de protéger des hommes sans défense et
sans moyens de faire respecter la loi.

Un homme du nom de Bélanger a dit devant nous et a plusieurs autres que les officiers dont nous
venons de parler insultaient les habitants, au moment méme ou ils sautaient a cheval dans leurs
champs. On sait ce que font en Angleterre les autorités militaires quand les troupes se conduisent
comme celles qui stationnent a 1'Isle, en ce moment; si elles ne peuvent les tenir dans la plus stricte
discipline elles les ramenent a la caserne, Nous ne croyons pas qu’elles voulussent en agir autrement
envers les habitants de Saint-Pierre, parce qu’ils sont canadiens-francais, et nous avons pleine
confiance dans la justice et la droiture du commandant-en-chef des forces, Sir Williams de Kars.
Cependant il est un moyen si simple de régler cette difficulté. Le gouvernement militaire paie
annuellement £25 a M. Noél pour I'occupation d'une certaine étendue de terrain; et a ce terrain nous
proposons deux substituts, la Grosse-Isle ou I'lsle Madame. La Grosse-ile appartient au
gouvernement provincial en pleine propriété et les troupes pourraient y exercer sans danger méme le
tir au canon, puisque d'un certain coté les battures et les ilots non fréquentés s’étendent a deux lieux.
Et pour cette ile, les autorités militaires N’auraient pas un sou a payer. Mais si celles-ci n’aimaient pas
la Grosse-Isle, 1'Isle Madame, qui est la propriété du juge Aylwin, entierement inoccupée dans ce
moment et elles pourraient la louer pour le prix qu’elles paient a M. Noél, sans aucun doute. Si, d'un
autre coté, elles voulaient 1’acheter, elles I’obtiendraient a des conditions excessivement favorables.
Or, cette ile qui n’est guere a plus de la moitié du chemin entre Québec et la Grosse-Isle, et longue
d’une lieue, tres-salubre, et tres-propre au tir du fusil et du canon.

Ces faits et ces conseils, nous les donnons dans un bon esprit et nous espérons qu’on les recevra de
méme. Si nous voulons le respect a la propriété et la protection du citoyen, nous voulons aussi que les
autorités militaires puissent donner aux soldats cette instruction et cet exercice sans lesquels ils

seraient sans efficacité dans le combat.

Tents will be pitched on the Island, for shelter and accommodation — not forgetting the caterer’s
tent, of which, we may add, Mr. Donald Noonan will have charge. This is sufficient to guarantee the
excellent style of refreshment department.

As for the rifle practice, we need only say that we are informed there are upwards of one thousand

entries ! This, certainly, promises brisk competition.

The Grand Rifle Match — First Day

The Grand Rifle Match for the current year commenced yesterday morning. The locality selected for
this contest was without doubt, the best that could be obtained in the vicinity of Quebec. The
correctness of this remark must be apparent to al who have visited the Island of Orleans and are
acquainted with the extensive beach lying on the north side, and facing Beauport shore. At an early
hour yesterday morning, a number of volunteer and others interested in the match, wended their
way towards the Island, and soon as terra firma was touched, tents were pitched and other necessary
accommodation put in state of preparation. The intention of the Committee, no doubt, was to
expedite matters as much as possible, but from some cause or other they did not succeed even in
disposing of the contest for the first prize, which leaves us without the detailed score of firing, owing
to its incompleteness, The first prize, in the word of the programme, «was, open to all comers and
rifles. Distance 150 and 200 yards; three pounds each. Entrance 50 cents. First prices, $20; second
prize, $10; and third prize, $5. The firing, which was entered into with spirit by the competitors, was
excellent, and shewed a great improvement, since the last match, in the use of the rifle. The highest
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score made was 19 points, and this resulted in a tie between two non-commissioned officers of the
17% and 6274 Regiments — Corporal Feehalley, of the 17tth, and Corporal Grogan, of the 62". The
volunteers reached 18 points, a very respectable number, when we consider the highest made by a
regular to be 19, only one point more. An incident happened during the firing, of some interest, and
had the rules of the match been less stringent the result of yesterday would be different. Two targets
were placed close to each other at the «150 yards distance». Mr. Day, of Capt. Kaight’s Company of
Rifles, (No. 2 of the 8" Battalion) made seventeen points, and his last shot struck the bulls’eye, which
counted four, raising him to the extraordinary number of 21 points, at two points above the highest
score made by non-commissioned officers of the regulars. It was however discovered that Mr. Day
had mistaken the target and fired at the wrong one. This shot, in consequence did not count, and he
was obliged to content himself with 17 points.

The accommodation on the grounds was all that could be desired, and every effort made by the
Committee to add to the comfort of their guests. The rain unfortunately came down a little early,
which prevented the first prize from being decided. It is intended that a number of other targets will
be erected for today, which will enable them to proceed with three or four matches at the same time.
This arrangement will no doubt meet with the approbation of all. The refreshment department was
under the direction of Mr. Noonan, who provided for his guests with his usual care. We also take this
opportunity of tendering our special thanks to Brigade-Major Suzor for his attention, in placing all

possible facilities at our disposal.

The Grand Rifle Match — Second Day

The contest for the prizes of this match was renewed yesterday morning, on the grounds at the Island
of Orleans. The attendance was more numerous than the previous day, and the weather much more
tavorable. We announced on our report of the first day’s proceedings, that the match for the first
prize was not concluded at the end of the day, and we were in consequence debarred from
publishing a detailed score of the firing. The first prize on the list, was won by Lieut. Reade, Adjutant
of 62" Regiment, who made 20 points. The second prize of the same match resulted in a tie, as
already stated, between Corporal Grogan, of the 17*, and Corporal Feehalley, of the 62"4. On firing
off, the prize was awarded to Corporal Grogan, who made 9 points, and the third prize to Corporal
Feehalley who made 7 points. The second match, as per programme, was for Mr. Ellison’s album,
open members of the Active Force only. «Distance 250 and 300 yards; three rounds at each. Second
prize of same match, $10; third prize $5. Enfield Rifle, Government pattern». The firing for the prizes
of this match was considered to be the best made since the commencement of the match; and a
spirited competition followed. The album was won by Michael Stevenson, Esq., of the Rifle Club,
who made 16 points. The second prize of the same match was awarded to Mr. Russell of the Civil
Service Rifles, who made 15 points. The third prize resulted in six ties of 14 points each. Mr. Shrapnell
of the Victoria Rifles, Captain Fortin of the Chasseurs, Mr. Delmage, of the Wellington Rifles, Mr.
Christie of Captain Herring’s Company, Mr. Richardson of No. 4 Artillery and Mr. Allen of the Levis
Volunteers. The prize (after firing off) was won by Mr. Christie, who made 8 points in three shots.
The third match, open to all comes and Rifles was next proceeded with. « Distance 350 yards, 5
rounds 1%. prize, a despatch box presented by the Messrs Desbarats; second prize «Poulin’s Cup»;
and third prize $5». This march resulted in a tie between Richard Cassels Esq., of the Quebec Rifle
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Club. Ensign Laws of 62" Regt., and Mr. Wright of the Quebec Bank. The announcement at the camp
of this tie created considerable excitement, and a number of the personal friends of these three
gentlemen followed them to the targets. The 1. prize was won by Mr. Cassels, 6 points. The second
prize «Poulin Cup» was awarded to Mr. Wright, and the third prize to Ensign Laws. This closes the
tiring for the second day.

We cannot close our remarks on this our «Grand Rifle match» without reminding the Committee, and
those interested in a successful issue of the affair of the fact that the second day’s firing is now over,
and only there prizes out of fourteen have been decided. We wish it to be understood, that in offering
these observations, we do so u n the fairest spirit, and in justice to the members of the Volunteer
force. It cannot be denied that a good deal of dissatisfaction has been evinced by several members of
the force, on account of the dilatoriness in the firing. As proposed on the first day, several squads
should have been told off to fire at the same time, and for different prizes. The beach is sufficiently
large, and therefore no excuse can be made on that ground. Another circumstance which also appears
is, that two or three targets up to to-day have been allowed to remain idle. As an instance of the evil
produced by these delays, a volunteer rifle-man ad an excellent shot, informed us that he came to the
ground on the second day for the express purpose of firing for that day’s prizes, as published on the
official programme, but to his utter astonishment he discovered that four prizes of the first day had
yet to be disposed of. He was a man f ordinary position in life, and could not conveniently afford to
lose another day, so he was forced to enter his name as a competitor for the first day’s prize. This so
annoyed him and disturbed his mind that he could not make a single point. We have no doubt that
this case is not a solitary one, from the observations that were passed by other members within our
hearing. We hope the committee will rouse from their lethargy, and commence to-morrow in a
business-like way. If the firing is conducted during the remainder of the week in the same manner,
the result is inevitable that the whole affair will prove a failure. A prize of $5 is no inducement for a
man to remain a week away from his daily labour. So, we think less prizes, and for aa larger amount,

would give much more satisfaction, and allow the match to terminate in proper time.

The Grand Rifle Match — Third Day

The Grand Rifle Match was renewed yesterday morning, at the early hour, and continued during the
day without intermission. The weather was very favorable for firing, and every effort was made by
the competitors to secure a prize, if possible. The fourth prize, which was continued from the second
day, open to members of the Active Force and members of the Drill Association, 7 Military District,
distance 300 and 400 yards, three rounds at each, was taken up shortly after eight o’clock. First
winner, «Gold Medal», presented by Brigade-Major Suzor. Second winner «Silver Medal», presented
by the same gentlemen. About 85 competitors entered the lists, and a spirited match followed, with
the following result. We have merely selected the highest points on the score sufficient evidence to
prove that the firing was of the first order:

We cannot conclude our remarks on this match without awarding some praise to Mr. Parkin who
scored 11 points at the 400 yards range. He has made rapid improvement in his firing since the first
day, and if he can only now hold his position, he will stand a fair chance of prize.
The next, 6% prize, was, par excellence, the most keenly contested since the commencement of the
match. Distance 500 yards, open to Volunteers and Regulars only 5 rounds: 1sr winner $30, 2 $20
and 3 $10. The Volunteers led off with the following result: Mr. Lampson, 13 points; Lieutenant
Cochrane, 13 points; Mr. Parkin, 13 points; Mr. Ferguson, (Captain Bowen’s Company Artillery), 18
points; Mr. Burns, Cavalry, 14 points; Mr. Day, 14 points, and a number of others 13 and 12 points.

This match, without doubt, was in every respect, the fairest proof of our Volunteers being able to
compete with the rifle-men of the world. Sergeant Ferguson scoring eighteen points, or two pints less
than the highest that could be made in five rounds, raised the spirit of his comrades to such a pitch
that they greeted his success with a round of cheers. « Many a slip between the cup and the lip» is an
old proverb. The regulars, who participated in the match, were marched up, and commenced firing
in excellent style. Private Warner, the young bandsman of the 17t Regiment, who carried off the
prize, making nineteen points, has proved himself an unerring marksman. The firing at the late
Wimbleton match has been pronounced by the English press to be a precedent for every quarter of
the globe, but after yesterday we think Canada can, with every confidence, take up the gauntlet. It is
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unfortunate, however, that soldiers of the regular service would be caught resorting to such trickery
as plugging. The term may be new to a number of our readers. The practice of plugging is done by
placing a small piece of wood in the trigger, which will have the effect of reducing the pull to three
pounds, or making it a hair-spring trigger. The minimum pull of the Enfield Rifle should be six
pounds, varying from six tolten pounds pull. No less than 17 soldiers were known, in three or four
squads to have resorted to this practice.

They must know, that if they are at all tolerated in this match it is through the courtesy of the
Volunteers, and this being the case, they should not abuse their confidence. We hope that the most
stringent rule will be adopted to punish the first man who may be again caught in this low act. The
Volunteers need not consider this as defeat. The prize was taken by only one point, and that by a
man, who had just completed his target practice, on the same ground. Every credit is due to Sergeant
Ferguson for upholding, so manfully the credit of his Volunteer comrades. He was awarded the
second prize of the same match, $29, after firing a tie of 5 rounds with Private Pedran of the 62"
Regt., who made also 18 points. A great improvement was taken place in the order of conducting the
proceedings since the first day. Too much praise cannot be given to Captain Sanderson, of the 62ne
Regt., one of the executive committee, for the attention he has paid to the firing. In Captain Sanderson
we have the true type of what a British soldier ought to be. Affable, good natured, always ready to
give his advice and experience on every point or difficulty that may arise, the committee have every
reason to congratulate themselves on having secured his consent to assist them in their duties. Lieut.
Allen of the 17 Regt., has also lent valuable assistance.

We hope that to-day will bring more spectators to the ground. Although the steamer last evening was
crowded to excess, they all found every accommodation. Mr. Noonan has excellent qualities as a
caterer, and will no doubt be able to please the most fastidious. He intends removing his tent to the

centre of excitement, r close to the spot where the firing at long ranges takes place.

The Grand Rifle Match — Fourth Day
The firing on the fourth day was resumed yesterday morning, on the same grounds, on the Island of
Orleans, and kept up with spirit and attention until after six o’clock, P.M. The first match was for the
«Members’ prize» - open to Volunteers only; distance 400 and 450 yards; there rounds at each. Fist
prize, half the amount; second prize, there fifths; and third prize two-fifths of the balance. Enfield
Rifle Government patters to be used.
About forty competitors (Volunteers) entered for the spoils of this match, and fired the usual number
of rounds with the following result: -

It will be seen by the above statement that two or three of the companies were not represented by five
members, in conformity with the regulations of the prize.

The rifles of the winners were tested immediately after the match
was over, by Major Suzor, and found in every instance to pull more than their own weight. Some
dissatisfaction was felt by the men of the regiments for condemning their conduct, by adopting unfair
means in the competition. We did not think it our immediate duty to spy out where the particular
abuse existed, and on receiving reliable information that such tricks had been resorted to, we thought
it reflected great discredit on the regiment of which those men were members. It was therefore, for
this reason the charge was made general. They have since, from all appearances, mended their ways,
and we have no inclination to say anything further on the subject. The match will be continued to-

day, should the weather prove favorable.

The Grand Rifle meeting terminated their list of prizes on last Saturday evening. The first match of
that day was for a «Rifle», presented by Lt.-Col. Powell, open to all comers and rifles; distance 700
yards; five rounds; second prize, $10, and third prize $5.

We do not wish it to be understood that any trick had been resorted to by Sergeant O’Neill, or that his
rifle had been tampered with. On examination it was found al, correct, but would not carry its own
weight on the trigger, a fact which O’Neill overlooked before using weapon. The «ties» for the second
prize were between Ford and Marley.

Major Suzor received a telegram from Montreal on Saturday, instructing him to select six of the best
shots among our Volunteers to attend the grand Rifle Tournament in that city. Not wishing to assume
the responsibility of the selection, here referred it to the committee, and the following gentlemen
were selected: Nr. Jas Ferguson and Mr. Jas. P. Ferguson (Volunteer Artillery), Messers. Day and
Shields (Capt. Knight's Co. Rifles), Mr. Parkin (Victoria Rifles), and Mr. Russell (Civil Service Rifles).
Application was made to His Excellency the GOvernor General, to extend the use of the targets for
another day in order that the match might be closes. The general impression on the ground, and one
which all appearances had some foundation, was that the interposition of an officer holding high
rank inn the regular service, had the effect of countermanding the order which otherwise would have
been favorable. It is exceedingly unfortunate that any misunderstanding should exist between the
Regular force and our Volunteers. For the militia to arrive at any state of proficiency, it is desirable
and indeed essential that the two forces should unite in action, having the same grand object in view,
the protection of our flag and country.
Small jealousies of this nature will only tend to serious result, and perhaps ultimately have the effect
to lead to complete disorganization. The favor was a small one — the use of targets and butts for a
single day. We are also confident, that would in no way have interfered with the regular practice of
the soldiers, and should therefore have been granted. Moreover, it must be borne in mind that one of
the principal reasons, in permitting the regular soldier to enter the list of competition for prizes —
(which were entirely the private subscription of civilians) was to bring the soldier and the volunteer
together, in order that they might know each other better, should they happen to serve together on
the field of battle. We trust that abetter understanding will exist in future.
The Committee are desirous of tending their warmest thanks to Captain Sanderson and Lieutenant
Allen, for their valuable services during the week. On our own behalf, we are indebted to Major
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Suzor for his kindness and attention in lacing the scores at our disposal, and giving any other

information that we desired.

The Grand Rifle Tournament — The Champion Prize
The last price in this march, open only to the winners of prizes, was contested for yesterday afternoon
on the Island Flats. A gold medal to the highest score, $10 to the second, and $5 to the third. The
weather was delightful and the competitors, with a few interested friends, left the wharf at noon
precisely, en route of the Island. To fortify the inner man, and ensure correct aim with the rifle,
received the attention of Captain Bowen, of No.3 Artillery in the shape of tastefully selected spread,
which his guests did full justice to, immediately on touching the wharf. We gained the firing ground,
with others, about two o’clock. The party immediately formed into squads and fired with the
following result:

62" Regiment — Corporal Grogan, 3; private Tweets, 3; private Justin, 3; sergeant Johnson, 9;

sergeant Marley, 6 ; private Pedran, 6.

17* Regiment. — Private Palmer, 3; private Warner, 2 — Total 35.

Volunteers — Christe, 2; R.S. Cassels, 7; A. Shrapnel, 5; D. Bell, 2; Jas Day, 2; sergeant Ferguson,

3; Lamson, 5; Barrett, 3; O’Neil, 3; Mackedle, 5; E. Parkin, 2 — Total 39
It will be seen by the statement that the gold medal was awarder to sergeant Johnson, of the 62nd
Regiment, who made 9 points. And the second prize to Mr. Cassell, manager of the Bank of Upper
Canada in this city, who issue the next highest score 7 points. The third resulted in a tie, on 6 points,
between private Pedran and sergeant Marley, of the 624 Regiment. This was decided in favor of
Pedran, after firing three shots.
The volunteers made the highest average number of points, which reflects great credit on them when
we consider they had to compete with the united crack shots of the military. There were also several
grounds of complaint, which we think militated in a great degree against them. In the first place, the
volunteers have neve fired 800 yards a distance quite common to the regular soldier. We might also
say that the regulars have just completed a course of instructions in musketry at the same target and
on the same ground, which could not but prove advantageous to them. The volunteers will, however

have quickly to await the coming of another match to test their skill in the use of the rifle.

With more than ordinary regret we learn of a kind of antagonism existing on the part of the habitants
of the Island of Orleans and the military encamped there, and it more to be regretted that the ill-
telling should be chiefly on one side, that of the natives of the island, who certainly must be benefited
very much, both directly and indirectly, by the presence of the military among them. It appears that
the soldiers, food of having nice walking-sticks, occasionally take a liking to twist and carve, and
otherwise manipulate into canes; but this military love of manufacture is not admired by the
habitants, who does not desire intrusion upon his grounds. The soldier boisterous in manner, rude in
speech, and indifferent to the manners and customs of the «native to the manner born» is, as it were
instinctively, disliked as an intruder.

Last night this feeling was disagreeably indeed. Five men of the Rifle Brigade returning to their
camping ground from a walk into the country, got into high words among themselves. Two were
slightly intoxicated, and the others were endeavouring to induce them to go home. Of course, there
were scuffling. Some French-Canadians, unfortunately, interfered and the result was a row — a row in
which as might be expected the five soldiers fought on one side and the French-Canadian habitant on
the other. The later being soon worsted went off for additional force and soon the people turns out by
scores, and the soldiers were in somewhat of a «fix» when one or two gentlemen of Quebec, resident
on the Island, spoke to the soldiers and persuaded them to go home, while at the same time they
appealed in French to the habitants in their favor. Feeling had however, got so high that several of the
crowd behaved in a very shameful manner ans struck one or two of the soldiers treacherously and
brutally, as they were going quietly away, the result being tat a large number of the soldiers in camp
hearing of the ill..sage of their comrades sallied out to revenge it and there was quite a free fight for a

time, until indeed the Islanders «skedaddled».

Quebec, 227 July,1865

Sir, When the accounts of the fray between a few soldiers and some of the residents at the Island of
Orleans, a week or so ago, were published in the various city papers, I felt very much disposed to
intervene with a more correct version, it being quite evident to those who knew the facts that a good
deal of imagination had outered into the said reports. However, on reflection It thought it would be
as well to let the matter drop, but finding the Western papers are reproducing the paragraphs and
intensifying the alleged «brutal treatment» of the soldiers by the habitants, you will perhaps permit
me to say that the amount of indignation is altogether out of proportion to the wrong done. I was
present very soon after the row commenced and did what I could. In concert with two other friends
from town, to quell it. The facts are as follows: - Five or six soldiers were returning from the city, two
or three of them far gone in liquor. One of them wanted to get more drink and insisted that some of
the houses at the Point were taverns. Two of his companions who knew better and were not quite so
drunk, were remonstrating with him ans pulling him along. They made a good deal of noise, as
swearing half drunken men will do, when an old pilot who was near by, somewhat imperatively
ordered them to be quiet and go home. This was enough to provoke them, and incontinently, they
sent him to a certain very fervid climate, invoking at the same time left hands blessings on his head.
Just about this time two other Canadian residents interfered, threatening to report them, and made as
though they were going to the camp for that purpose, when the soldiers took hold of them and the
was some scuffling which finally turned to blows. A habitant — the only one implicated — who
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happened to be in the neighborhood, seeing one of his friends beset by two militants, rushed in and
from behind struck one of them a blow which felled him; and the man who was in the bands of the
two rifleman, being himself a very powerful person, laid about him so that his assailants were rather
severely punished. It was at this time the three towns people interfered ans managed to restore quiet,
but one of the Canadians who had got somewhat roughly handled was not satisfied to let the things
rest as they were, and while we were leading the soldiers away towards the camp, he run after them
ans struck a couple of blows which were near bringing on a general row. However as by this time
there were 40 or 50 Canadians present, a good deal excited, the soldiers were persuaded to be quiet
and they went off to the camp. Some time after they returned with a strong reinforcement, but were
met by four sergeants who managed to turn them back, and at any rate the crowd of French people
had dispersed before this; so that there was neither serious fighting not «skedaddling». These are the
true facts, and as to damage I believe it was just about equally divided, viz: three bloody noses in
each side.

At present there are 35 men of B Battery stationed on a field belonging to Mr. Noél
in charge of Captain Short, who is aided by Major Hebert and Lieut. Stevenson. Each officer occupies
a spacious tent which is, as far as practicable, impervious to water and the force of the elements. The
three tents are pitched at the brow of the cliff, immediately behind them being the twelve tents
allotted to the men which are alike accommodations and comfortable. Two tents are set apart for
culinary purposes, one for the officers and the other for the men. A large marquee occupies the
background, which is used as the officer’s mess-room. Two files pieces, each nine pounders, are
located below the cliff with which the men have being doing some practice at a target placed on the
flats off the Island. On Friday last a competition took place at 1,300 yards between sixteen of the men.
An aggregate score was made of 352 points. This, however, cannot be called good shooting. Practice
with sooth-bore 24-pounders will commence probably next week.

«A» and «B» Batteries Competition

The English Team at Shifting Ordnance

The defeat of «B» Battery by «A» Battery both in shooting and shifting competition was somewhat
unexpected. Nothing was known respecting the competition, until the diagram and conditions were
produced on the ground by the umpires. The competition was a most difficult one, and the ground
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about provoking as cold be found. «B» Battery won the toss and sent their opponents first to work. In
this they are believed to have made a blunder on account of the recent rain, which made the ground
very slippery. There was a distance of 24 feet between the centre of the two gun carriages, and a
traverse was situated between them, extending some distance out beyond the front of the carriages.
The competition consisted in dismounting the gun from one of these carriages, dragging of around
the end of the traverse, around a long hill extending in front of both it and the two gun carriages, in
such a manner as to form a figure «8» and then remounting gun on the other carriage.

«A» Battery performed the task in 14 min. 22 sec. «B» Battery occupied 19 min. 25 sec. Staff Sergeant
Mawhinney, who commanded the wining team, was subsequently shouldered by his comrades. The
winners were cheered by their opponents, and returned the compliments most cordially. His
Excellency the Governor-General and Lady Lansdowne and staff, the D.A.G. and officers of his staff,
the officers of the English team and of both batteries were present throughout the competition.
Sergeant-Major Lyndon, who commanded the detachment of «B« battery, had his hand slightly
crushed during the program of the competition. «B» Battery returns to Kingston to-morrow.

At Orleans Island

The Artillery Association firing camp was formally opened yesterday at the Island of Orleans. The
light could not have been better, the targets at 1,200 ad 1,500 yards being quite distinct to the naked
eye. There was an East wind blowing, which at times was gusty and variable, changing completely
round to the West at one time. No.l Levis Garrison Artillery were the first to open the ball with 64
and 40-pounder gens. The firing by this corps was average.

The English Team at Firing Competition

«A» and «B» Batteries Contest with Small Arms

At the Isle of Orleans yesterday, the British team were the first to fire, commencing at 9.15 a.m. The
weather was beautifully fine and clear, and there was a very slight wind blowing.

No. 1 detachment was fired by Sergeant Smyth ad Sergeant Greaves. The first competition was with a
64-pounder, and consisted of ten rounds, six at 1,200 yards, and four at 1,500. No.2 detachment was
the fired by Sergeant Taylor and Sergt.-Major Garrard. The principal features of this competition
were that Taylor Knocked the target to pieces on his first shot, and that another shot had to be
repeated in consequence of the premature explosion of a shell. The shooting with 40-punder was not
marked by any special incident.

The result of the shooting of the English team was considered very fair. In direction, especially, and
also in time, they all score well. The complete scores have of course to be made up by the umpire Col.
Montizambert, and the office at the target.

In the afternoon, the Montreal Garrison Artillery, Nos. 1 and 2 detachments, followed, and were still
firing when the 5.30 p.m. boat left the island. These detachments are reported to have maid fait
average scores. Owing to the fact that Col. Montizambert did not return to town last night, no
complete scores of the firing yesterday could be obtained.

There were a large number of spectators on the range yesterday, including Hon. A. P. Caron, Minister
of Militia, and Dr. F. W. Campbell of Montreal, Surgeon of the Infantry School at St. Johns, P.Q.

The Montreal Garrison Artillery and Halifax Garrison Artillery went down to the Isle of Orleans by
boat yesterday at 11.30 a.m. The Halifax men marched on the ground at the firing range like regular
soldiers, and pitched their own tents, much to the relief of the Camp Quartermaster, Major Crawford
Lindsay. The Prince Edward Island Brigade arrived up last night by Intercolonial Railway, and the
New Brunseick Brigade will arrive to-day.

The camp on the Island is beautifully situated and splendidly kept. The tents ate neatly pitched and
the culinary arrangements are as nearly perfect as camp life will permit.

One tent has been elegantly fitted up as a reception tent for the ladies. A number of handsome furs
displayed here have been loaned for the occasion by Messrs G. E. Renfrew & Co.
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While the Montreal team was firing yesterday, Col. Ray practised his team at the gun drill with the
field guns, with a view to entering the Field Battery competition at Toronto next week. The Colonel
will act himself as No. 1 of his team in this competition.

«B» Battery again met with defeat, yesterday, in the rifle match with «A» Battery. The ranges were
200, 400, 500, 600 yards - seven shots at each range.

The afternoon shifting competition was the most exciting, so fat, of the meeting. The first team to
tackle the gun was that of the Halifax Garrison Artillery, a spending looking lot of men, who proved
that their size and appearance does not go for nothing by beating the record of all the teams who
have thus far competed in both shifts. The «A» shift was done in 5 min. 59 2/5 seconds,
notwithstanding that they lost half a minute in dropping the gun when t was the greater part of the
way up to skids, in remounting. The go-as-you-please shift was done in 9 min.2,5 second. The team
was loudly and deservedly applauded.

The Quebec Garrison Artillery No. 3 commanded by Captain Morgan, were lustily cheered on
coming upon the ground. The men are not exceptionally large but are both strong and quick. They
went at No. 1 shift in a very smoothly, and it looked as if the best time yet made was about to be
beaten. The man who placed the skids on the carriage for remounting the gun, placed them wrong
end up, and 20 seconds were occupied in changing them. Notwithstanding this, splendid work was
made, and the gun was finally dropped into its resting place on the carriage in some seconds less
time than had been done by the Halifax detachment. The time thus gained was nearly all lost,
however, in straightening up the gun and carriage, and when the man who was to fire fumbled with
his fuse and lost a couple or three seconds more, it was difficult to decide whether or not the previous
record had been beaten. The umpires decided that the time had been six minutes, or three-fifths of a
second behind the time of the Halifax detachment. The excitement was intense, and the detachment
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was loudly applauded. Capt. Morgan claims that his company will still score higher on this shift than
the Halifax detachment, on account of the superiority of their gun drill.

So far as can be learned, the marks for this feature of the competition have not yet been announced by
the umpires. In the go-as-you-please shift, this detachment lost considerable time in going over more
ground than was necessary. Their time is officially given as 10 min. 47 sec.

Despite the exceptionally chilly air, there was a very large attendance of citizens, the embankment in
rear of the Vice-regal party being densely covered with on-lookers.

The top of a large table, covered by a Union Jack, was literally filled with the handsome cups and
other prizes, the centre of attraction being, of course, the richly gilt and massive cup presented by Her
Gracious Majesty the Queen. Seats for the Vice-Regal party were placed at this table, and a few more
chairs were disposed in the immediate vicinity for ladies accompanying the officers.

At 2.30 p.m., a detachment of Cavalry from the Cavalry School, at St. Joseph de Levis arrived upon
the Esplanade, and assisted the police, who were present in large numbers under command of Col.
Vohl, in peeping the ground.

The detachments which had taken part in the recent competition were played down from the Citadel
by the band of «A» Battery, and formed up a lie, the British team being at the right, and the others in
the following order: - Montreal Garrison Artillery, Halifax Garrison Artillery, Quebec Garrison
Artillery, and the Prince Edward Island detachment.

The Hon. A. O. Caron, Minister of Militia, was of course present and we also noticed the Legislative
Assembly, Andrew Robertson, Esq., President of the Montreal Harbor Commissioners ans a very
large number of the leading citizens of the Ancient Capital.

The military officers present formed one of the largest and most brilliant staffs ever seen here. It
comprised General Middleton, Commander of the Canadian forces; Lt.-Col. Duchesnay, D.G.A.; Lit.-
Col. Oswald, President Dominion Artillery Association; Major Taschereau, Brigade-Makor: Lt.-Col.
Irwin, Dominion Inspector of Artillery; Lt.-Col. Ray, Capt. Cameron and Capt. Allen, of the British
team; Col. Montizambert, «B» Battery; Lt.-Col. Cotton and Capt. Drury, «A» Battery; Lt.-Col.
Turnbull, Commandant of the Cavalry School ; Lit.-Col. E.W. Gray, Q.O.C.H.; Lt.-Col. Forrest, District
Paymaster; Col. Scott, 8" Royal Rifles; Major Crawford Lindsay and Lieut. Thibaudeau, Quebec Field
Battery; Major Will, R.A.; Capt. Donaldson, Secretary Dominion Artillery Association; Capt. H.D.
Morgan and Capt. Boulanger, Quebec Garrison Artillery; Major Irwin and Lieut. Longworth, P.E.
Island Garrison Artillery; Capt. Curren, Halifax; Capt. Armstrong, Capt. Ewing, and Lt. Stevens, of
the New Brunswick detachment, and many others whose names escape us.

The several detachments had been again formed in line, and each man detachment, or officer of each,
appearing upon the prize list, came forward and saluted and received the prize won, as the name was
called out by Capt. Donaldson, Secretary of the Dominion Artillery Association.

Lady Lansdowne presented the prizes in her usual affable manner, and the fortunate winners are not
like soon to forget the exceptional circumstances under which they received them.

L'Evénement rapportait samedi qu'il était arrivé le matin méme, a St-Pierre ile d’Orléans, une horrible
tragédie qui avait plongé dans le deuil une respectable famille de cultivateurs de cette paroisse et qui
avait consterné toute la population des environs.
Notre confrere était bien informé, malheureusement, et le reporter du Canadien, a pu se convaincre
de l'exactitude de cette terrible nouvelle, en se rendant lui-méme hier apres-midi sur le théatre de
cette lamentable affaire.
Pour l'intelligence de notre récit, nous devons faire précéder les détails de 1’accident que nous allons
relater d’explications indispensables.
Beaucoup de personnes connaissent, mais un bien plus grand nombre ne connaissent pas 1'endroit ou
ont lieu tous les ans les exercices de tir a la cible tant pour les carabiniers que pour les artificiers de
notre milice volontaire. Il ne sera donc pas superflu de donner quelques mots de renseignements a ce
sujet. D’ailleurs ces explications sont absolument nécessaires pour que le lecteur comprenne bien
toute I'importance de I'enseignement qui ressort de ce drame provoqué par une coupable négligence
et une imprudence impardonnable.
Les tireurs se placent sur les hauteurs de 1l'ile d’Orléans, a peu pres au nord de l'église de Ste
Pétronille de Beaulieu, et les cibles sont placées a une distance d’un mille environ a l'est, dans la
direction de la greve.
Lorsqu’on est pour pratiquer le tir, les habitants de I'ille en sont informés et il leur est défendu d’aller
sur la greve pendant les exercices.
Jeudi dernier, le major Oscar Provost, surintendant de la cartoucherie du gouvernement, est allé sur
I'lle avec un détachement de la batterie B, pour faire 1'essai d’un projectile explosible de 64 chargé
avec de la poudre dont il s’agissait d’établir la force.
Ces bombes, qui sont coniques, ont 16 pouces de longueur et 6 pouces de diametre, et elles
contiennent une charge de 7 livres et 2 onces de poudre.
Un certain nombre, une douzaine peut-étre de ces obus furent lancés, et plusieurs d’entre eux qui
n’éclaterent pas furent laissé a découvert sur la greve, a une distance d’un mille a peu pres de la cible,
et a quelques pas seulement de la cloture qui sépare les terres de la greve.
Chaque fois qu’on pratique le tir sur les battures de 1'ille d’Orléans, les enfants et méme les hommes
s'empressent de recueillir les boulets et les éclats des obus lorsque ceux-ci ne sont pas entiers, pour
les vendre a la pesée.
Apres le tir de jeudi, quelqu’un a fait remarquer aux artilleurs que plusieurs obus qui n’avaient pas
éclaté avaient été laissés sur le terrain. Ils ont reconnu que tel était le cas, mais sans les enlever.
Dans l'apres-midi, les enfants de Pierre Godbout, de St-Pierre, ile d’Orléans, qui possédaient déja
pres d'une centaine d’obus de divers calibres qu’ils avaient rangés le long de la cloture qui sépare les

terres de la greve, ramasserent sur celle-ci plusieurs projectiles explosibles et entr’autres deux qui
étaient encore chargés et qu’ils déposerent sur les autres.

Les cours d’eau étant taris sur I'flle d’Orléans, par suite de 1’absence de pluie, Pierre Godbout et Jean
Leclerc son voisin partirent vendredi et traverserent au Petit Pré, paroisse de L’Ange Gardien pour
faire moudre du grain. Ils revenaient chez eux dans la matinée de samedi et ils allaient aborder,
lorsqu’ils entendirent une formidable détonation, et en méme temps ils apercurent la fumée qui leur
indiquait I’endroit ou avait eu lieu I’explosion.

Godbout eut alors un terrible présentiment, et il appela ses enfants, en leur demandant s’il y avait
quelqu'un de mort. L'un d’eux lui répondit de venir vite, qu’il y en avait trois de mort. Le pauvre
pére sauta alors a terre, et en un instant il était rendu pres des cheres dépouilles.

Voici ce qui était arrive :

Dans la matinée Mme Godbout avait envoyé quatre de ses enfants, - Joseph, agé de 12 ans; Louis, agé
de 11 ans; Alphonse, agé de 9 ans, et Arthur, agé de 7 ans, - changer du bétail de paturage, en leur
recommandant de revenir de suite a la maison.

Comme il arrive généralement, les gamins folatrerent et arriverent finalement pres de I’amas d’obus
dont nous avons parlé plus haut.

Les chasseurs en particulier connaissent bien 1’endroit ou cette tragédie s’est déroulée car leur cabane
de rendez-vous, qui se trouve sur la terre de Godbout, est a quarante pieds environ, du théatre de
cette épouvantable affaire.

Les enfants trouvant un obus qui différait des autres, se grouperent autour, et le petit Joseph enleva le
tampon. (plug) qui bouche l'orifice de cette espece de projectile et qui es vissé sur le sommet. Puis il
plaga sous l'orifice une planchette sur laquelle il fit tomber de la poudre. Prenant alors une allumette,
il I'enflamma et mit le feu a la poudre déposée sur cette planchette. L’effet fut terrifiant, comme bien
on le pense. L’obus fit explosion et ses éclats furent lancés dans toutes les directions avec une force
irrésistible.

Joseph, qui avait allumé la poudre, eut le bras gauche cassé, et un morceau de fer lui passa a travers
le corps. Il eut en outre la jour droite briilée, et ses vetements prirent feu et lui briilerent le corps et les
jambes.

Arthur fut transpercé par un éclat d’obus qui lui emporta le coeur et autres visceres

Tous deux, naturellement, moururent sur le coup.

Alphonse a eu le corps troué et il a survécu dix minutes apres l’arrivée de son pere.

Louis, qui a donné tous les détails de cette affreuse scene, a eu la main et la figure briilées par la
poudre, mais non dangereusement, et ses yeux sont intacts.

M. le curé Hallé, qui a été mandé immédiatement, n’est arrivé, vu la longue distance qu’il avait a
parcourir, qu'une demi-heure apres 'accident.

En entendant 1'explosion, Mme Godbout a eu le présentiment du malheur qui la frappa, et elle est
descendue en courant jusque pres de I'endroit ou la tragédie venait d’avoir lieu. Mais en apprenant ce
qui venait d’arriver, elle a rebroussé chemin et a retourné chez elle suffoquée par les larmes.

Les corps mutilés des victimes ont alors été placés sur une charrette et transportés chez leurs parents.
Rien de plus pénible que de voir ces trois petits cadavres rangés cote a cote sur le méme lit, Joseph a
les yeux grands ouverts et semble vivre encore.

Cela est horrible et empoigne le coeur !
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Le pere et la mere sont suffoqués et ne peuvent pas pleurer. Ils ont l'air inconscients, tant leur
douleur est concentrée en eux. Ce sont de biens braves gens. Le pere a quarante ans. Il lui reste encore
cinq enfants agés respectivement de 14, 11, 5 et 3 ans et 8 mois. La mere a environ 35 ans. Ils habitent
la maison paternelle, qui est une relique de I'incendie de la cote de Beaupré par les Anglais.

Les funérailles des victimes de ce déplorables accident auront lieu demain matin.

M. le coroner Belleau tiendra une enquéte aujourd’hui sur les circonstances qui ont accompagné cette
lugubre tragédie.

Sans vouloir incriminer personne, nous ajouterons quelques mots a ce compte-rendu.

D’apres les renseignements les plus dignes de foi que notre reporter s’est procuré, il appert que
généralement on n’apporte pas assez de soin au tir a la cible. Il y a quelque temps, la jument de M.
Phidime Pichette, a recu dans la poitrine une balle qu’on a pu extraire, et I’animal est estropié.

Cet été, les cultivateurs de cette partie de 1'lle d’Orléans ont été obligé de travailler a leur fenaison la
nuit, afin de ne pas étre exposés a se faire tuer par les projectiles lancés par les artilleurs novices ou
peut-étre mal intentionnés.

Un jour une bombe, non chargée heureusement, a labouré la terre entre deux cultivateurs qui
travaillaient aux champs. Une femme qui était pres d’eux a été tellement effrayés qu’elle en est encore
malade.

De plus, et nous désirons attirer d’'une maniere toute spéciale I’attention des autorités sur un abus
aussi criminel, des obus chargés ont été trouvés sur leurs terres et non sur la greve, par MM. Joseph
Létourneau, Jean Lefebvre et Francois Pichette.

En outre, I'enquéte qui aura lieu ce matin fera sans doute connaitre certains autres détails qui ne

feront certainement pas 1’honneur de ceux qui vont tirer a la cible sur I'ile d’Orléans.

A onze heures hier matin, M. le coroner Belleau a ouvert une enquéte sur cette pénible affaire, dont
nous avons donné les détails complets dans notre dernier numéro.

Amable Durand, président, Joseph Létourneau, Frangois Pichette, Octave Cantin, Célestin Pichette,
Louis Pichette, fils de Célestin, Louis Pichette, fils de Francois, Abraham Durand, Phidyme Pichette,
Napoléon Turcotte, David Durand, Napoléon Lachance, Louis Lachance et Frangois Nolin.
L’examen des trois cadavres a été fait par le Dr Lemoine, de St Pierre.

M. Edouard Taschereau, avocat, de la société Langelier, Montanbault, Langelier & Taschereau,
représente la famille Godbout.
A quatre heures, I'enquéte a été ajournée a vendredi a dix heures du matin, pour entendre plusieurs

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A Saint-Pierre
A deux endroits de notre journal nos lecteurs pourront lire bon nombre des détails de la malheureuse
affaire qui depuis samedi midi est cause que les résidents de St Pierre, Ile d’Orléans, sont en proie a la
plus vive excitation possible.
Ailleurs nous donnons quelques détails auxquels nous désirons ajouter les faits suivants :
Durant la saison d’automne, alors qu’il faut travailler aux récoltes, les cultivateurs de St Pierre se
trouvent forcés de rester a leurs maisons, vu qu’il leur est impossible de se rendre sur leurs terres. La
seule chose qu’il leur reste a faire est d’attendre que messieurs les artilleurs aient fini de jeter de la
poudre aux moineaux, ou plutdt aux chevaux et aux bétes a corne qui sont mis en paturage.
Coincidence qui est loin d’étre utile aux cultivateurs c’est que ces exercices au tir ont toujours lieu
I’automne, juste au moment ou il leur faudrait travailler ferme a la mise a I’abri des avoines, des blés
et autres produits de leurs terres. Vu que ces braves gens ne sont pas avertis, quand on condescend a
ce faire, que douze ou quinze heures avant le commencement du tir, il arrive assez souvent que les
grains et les foins sont coupé, et advenant le mauvais temps, cela constitue une perte a peu pres
complete, vu que ces produits de la terre ne peuvent étre mis a 1’abri en temps utile.
Nombreuses sont les plaintes qui ont été faites a ce sujet mais on n’a jamais daigné donner une
réponse satisfaisante. Il nous semble que I'armée (?) qui a I'honneur d’étre sous les ordres de M.
Adolphe Patrick Caron n’est pas tellement utile, tellement nombreuse qu’il faille absolument priver
de leurs droits une population aussi laborieuse que l'est celle de la paroisse St Pierre. Nous serions
tres étonnés si un bon matin on venait nous dire que les projectiles qui sont de l'invention de la
cartoucherie de Québec promettent de rendre des services tels que rien, pas méme la vie de braves
gens, doit étre épargnée afin de s’assurer de leur efficacité.
Tous les gofits sont dans la nature, mais il est permis de les discuter. Certaines personnes ne vivent a
rien autre chose qu’a des obus plus ou moins puissants. D’autres croient qu’avant tout on doit
protéger ces braves cultivateurs qui eux se livrent a des travaux réellement utiles.
Nous ne voudrions pas dire que les obus manufacturés a la cartoucherie ne valent rien, mais toujours
est-il qu’ils ont été mis a la connaissance du public, celui qui paye, samedi dernier seulement. Dieu
sait que les effets causés par I'explosion d'un de ces engins de guerre ont été désastreux. Maintenant
il serait assez difficile de nous convaincre qu’il n’aurait pas été aussi bon que l'essai en question n’eut
jamais été fait.
Nous n’aurions jamais cru que ceux qui sont chargés de conduire ceux qui vont pratiquer le tir au
canon se rendraient habituellement coupable d’une négligence vraiment extraordinaire, pour ne pas
dire plus.
Nous ne langons pas d’accusations en l'air. Avant d’écrire nous sommes allés puiser nos
renseignements aux meilleures sources possibles. Aussi c’est avec un profond regret que nous nous
voyons obligés de faire mention de faits vraiment regrettables. Il est certain qu’en plein jour des obus
ont été lancés alors que des personnes traversaient la greve de St-Pierre. Ces obus de datent pas
d’hier, loin de la. Il y a quelques années déja M. Ernest Jeffry, citoyen bien connu a Québec, faisait la
chasse en compagnie de M. Théodore Godbout. Ce jour-la certains militaires d’exercaient au tir au
canon. A un moment donné un boulet a été lancé et frappa la greve a si peu de distance de M.
Godbout que la vase soulevée par le projectile éclaboussa des pieds a la téte le compagnon de M.
Jetfry. Nous savons dire vrai quand nous ajoutons que celui qui a commandé le feu savait
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parfaitement qu’en face de la bouche de son canon il y avait deux créatures humaines exposées a se
faire tuer, pour ne pas dire plus.

Nous continuons a donner des détails. Il y a quinze a peine M. Célestin Pichette, toujours de St-Pierre,
était a couper de l'avoine dans un de ses champs quand des éclats d’obus sont venus tomber a
quelques pieds de lui; le fait est qu'il a été obligé de se cacher dans un fossé afin d’échapper a ce
danger plus qu'imminent.

Au moins douze cultivateurs de St Pierre nous assuraient hier que du moment que la saison du tir
était commencée ils ne savaient plus ou mettre leurs bestiaux, car ces bétes étaient a tout moment
exposeées a se faire tuer soit par un boulet soit par des éclats d’obus.

A T'heure qu'il est ceux qui veulent bien courir le risque de laisser leurs bestiaux pacager au bas de
leur terres osent a peine aller les chercher a I'heure de la traite vu les allures excentriques des
projectiles lancés par bon nombre de ceux qui vont pratiquer le tir a I'ile d’Orléans.

Nous pourrions citer nombre d’autre cas, mais vu qu’il est plus que probable qu’ils seront établis
sous serment a I'enquéte du coroner, nous préférons attendre.

LA TRAGEDIE DE SAMEDI
Scene navrante
Vétements des enfants completement déchiquetés
Les victimes
Hier matin notre reporter s’est rendu a la résidence de M. Pierre Godbout, a St-Pierre, Isle d’Orléans
Nous ne tenterons méme pas de donner une description de la scéne qui s’est passée lors de I'arrivée
chez M. Godbout de M. le coroner Belleau.
Il y avait la grand nombre de cultivateurs de la paroisse de St-Pierre, qui justement indignés de voir
la négligence dont a fait preuve l'officier, ou plutot le surintendant de la cartoucherie, qui jeudi
dernier, sans avis préalble est allé faire des expériments aussi dangereux.
Nous ne pouvons nous expliquer comment un homme sensé peut s’étre permis de mettre en péril
grand nombre de ses compatriotes. On dait qu’a cette saison de I’année, du moins ceux qui vont
pratiquer le tir a I'ile d’Orléans le savent, le temps a travailler dans les bas fonds qui constituent la
majeure partie de tout les cultivateurs de St Pierre sont leurs fermes.
Bien que ce fait fut bien connu depuis longtemps, jeudi dernier ces braves cultivateurs qui étaient aux
champs ont entendu tonner des canons servis par ceux qui tant que la patrie ne sera pas en danger,
seront toujours anxieux de bruler la plus grande quantité de poudre possible.
Nous n’entendons nullement insinuer qu’en temps de danger ces mémes hommes ne seraient pas
préts a briler plus de poudre encore. Tout de méme notre devoir de journaliste nous oblige, et c’est
sans répugnance aucune que nous I’accomplissons, de dire que négligence pareille n’a jamais été vue.
Depuis des semaines et des semaines des obus chargés trainent sur les greves de St-Pierre et
constituent un danger qu’il est inutile de qualifier.
Notre reporter s’est entretenu longuement avec grand nombre de cultivateurs de St-Pierre qui lui
disait que tant que durent les exercices de tir, il leurs est completement impossible de se livrer aux
travaux de leurs fermes.
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A toutes heurs du jour, et cela a un mille et méme a un mille et demi a I'est des cibles, on doit
s’attendre a une pluie de fer. Plus que cela, malgré le colit énorme qu’entraine ces pratiques de tir, il
est maintenant impossible de nier qu’au moins la moitié des projectiles sont perdus.
Nous connaissons, pas moins de vingt résidents de la paroisse de St-Pierre qui sont préts a jurer que
vingt-cinq projectiles sur cinquante dépassent d’au moins un mille le but que nos guerriers veulent
atteindre.
Si nous ajoutons que certains officiers de milice ont conseillé aux freres Francgois et Félix Noél, qui
d’ordinaire étaient préposés a la mise en place des cibles, de ne plus approcher de cet endroit
dangereux, on pourra facilement se former une idée de la négligence, que nous qualifions de
criminelle, dont font preuve ceux qui sans toute la prudence voulue vont lancer des engins de guerre
aussi dangereux en plein milieu des terres labourées et cultivées par la brave population de St-Pierre
Eclats d’obus partout
N’en croyant pas ses oreilles, alors qu’on lui disait que les champs étaient sillonnés par le passage
d’éclats d’obus, notre reporter s’est rendu au bas des cotes de St-Pierre et la il a pu constater de visu
les dangers auxquels sont exposés les cultivateurs de la paroisse.
Dans un seul champ il a vu des sillons creusés par trois bombes différentes. Un peu plus loin, on le
mit en face d’un arbre a moitié déraciné, Plus loin encore il constatait la destruction complete d"une
cloture sur une longueur de pres d’un arpent. Le fait est qu'il est presque qu’impossible de croire que

LE DRAME DE ST PIERRE
L’enquéte du coroner
Les témoins
Dans une autre page mos lecteurs trouveront un compte rendu fidele des faits que notre reporter a pu
obtenir hier matin, avant I'ouverture de I’'enquéte du coroner.

Nous donnons ci-apres un résumé exact des témoignages des quatre témoins entendus hier.

Le premier témoin a été M. Pierre Godbout, pere des trois petits infortunés.

M. Godbout identifie les cadavres de ses trois enfants qui se nomment respectueusement Joseph, agé
de douze ans, Alphonse, agé de 9 ans et Arthur, agé de sept ans. La derniere fois que le témoin a vu
deux de ses enfants vivants c’était le samedi matin, alors qu’il partait en compagnie de M. Jean
Leclerc, un de ses voisins, pour se rendre au Petit Pré, sur la cote nord, afin de faire moudre du grain.
Le trajet s’est fait en chaloupe. Les défunts étaient alors en parfaite santé. A dix heures samedi matin
le témoin arrivait sur les greves de St-Pierre; il a entendu une détonation qui semblait venir de la
direction de sa terre, pres de la cabane des chasseurs, endroit ou sont empilées non nombre de
bombes. De suite, le témoin a eu le présentiment qu'un malheur était arrivé et il communiqua ses
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craintes a son compagnon. Il ne supposait pas que ses enfants fussent a cet endroit, vu que le matin
avant de partir, il leur avait donné ordre de se mettre a arracher des pommes de terre.
Arrivé pres de terre le témoin vit son petit gar¢on Louis qui lui cria de venir vite, ajoutant que ses
trois petits freres étaient morts. Le témoin et son compagnon débarquerent de suite et a trois ou
quatre arpents du fleuve il constata que deux des enfants étaient morts et que le troisieme, Alphonse,
était encore vivant. Ce dernier est mort quelques minutes apres. Les vétements de Joseph étaient en
feu et ce n’est qu’apres étre allé puiser de I’eau au ruisseau voisin et en avoir jeté sur les vétements de
I'enfant que les flammes ont été éteintes. Le témoin demanda ensuite a M. Leclerc d’aller quérir le
curé afin d’administrer Alphonse mais le pauvre petit expira presque de suite. A son départ pour le
Petit Pré il savait qu’il y avait pres de sa cloture de quatre-vingt a quatre-vingt-six bombes qui ont été
ramassées par le témoin et ses enfants. Toute ces bombes ont été lancées durant le cours de I'été et le
témoin et ses enfants les ont recueillies durant la semaine de 1'exposition. Ces projectiles ont été
ramassés et sur la greve et sur les terres cultivées, par exemple sur les terres de Pierre Leclerc, de
Francois Pichette et sur la sienne.

Jeudi dernier
Les cultivateurs de St-Pierre n‘ont pas été avertis qu’il y aurait exercice au tir. D’habitude les
militaires font donner avis de leur intention de tirer. La derniere fois qu’avis a été donné en
annoncant que le tir durerait cing jours, n’empéche pas que durant six longues journées une pluie de
fer s’est abattue sur les greves et les champs de la paroisse de St Pierre.

Les cadavres
Le cadavre de Joseph a été trouvé a trois ou quatre pieds du tas de bombes mentionné plus haut,
celui d”Alphonse était a dix pieds plus loin et celui d’Arthur a une douzaine de pieds plus loin, dans
la direction du nord-est.
Les bombes dont le témoin a parlé sont vides a 1'exception d"une qui a été trouvée sur la terre de
Francois Pichette. Naturellement celle qui a été cause de la mort des trois enfants était lors de
I'explosion dans le méme état que celle qui a I’heure qu’il est encore bouchée et qui par conséquent est
chargée. Toutes ces bombes ou éclats de bombes ont été ramassés a au moins un mille de la cible.
Jamais les militaires se sont donnés le mal de venir chercher les obus qui, pour une cause ou pour une
autre, ne font pas explosion; ces projectiles, chargés ou non, restent la ou ils tombent.
Il est a la connaissance du témoin que des obus ou autres projectiles sont tombés dans les champs
cultivés, entre autres dans les champs de Joseph Létourneau et de Ferdinand Leclerc.
Jean Leclerc est ensuite assermenté et corrobore le témoignage du témoin précédent en ce qui touche
les faits a propos desquels son nom a été mentionné. Il ajoute que jamais les autorités militaires ont
donné avis de ne pas toucher aux projectiles qui pourraient se trouver sur la greve.

La cause

Est ensuite assermenté un frere des trois victimes, Louis Godbout, agé de 11 ans. Il dit que samedi
matin il est parti en compagnie des trois défunts afin de faire passer dans un autre champs les vaches
appartenant a son pere. Ensuite en compagnie des défunts, il a joué pres d'un amas de bombes
placées en deca de la cloture de la greve. Le frere du témoin, Joseph, a pris une des bombes, en a
enlevé le tampon et a extirpé une certaine quantité de poudre a laquelle il a mis le feu.
Une flammeche est tombée sans la bombe qui de suite a fait explosion causant la mort des trois
victimes. A ce moment le pere du témoin arrivait en chaloupe du Petit Pré et de suite il ’avertit de ce
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qui venait d’arriver. Joseph avait pris la bombe en question sur 'amas mentionné plus haut. Le
témoin ne sait pas que le projectile était chargé. Il sait que le projectile a été tiré jeudi dernier.

Vu que le témoin a de graves brulures aux mains il lui est impossible de signer son témoignage et en
conséquence il appose une croix.

Vient ensuite le docteur Charles Errol Lemoine qui ayant fait I'examen des cadavres déclare que les
défunts sont morts a la suite de blessures causées par des éclats de bombe.

L’enquéte est ensuite ajournée jusqu’a vendredi prochain afin que le coroner puisse assigner les
témoins nécessaires.

M. Taschereau de la société Montambault, Langelier, Langelier et Taschereau, était présent a
I'enquéte, représentant la famille des défunts.

LA TRAGEDIE DE L’ILE D’'ORLEANS
Fin de I’enquéte et verdict

A dix heures et demie hier matin, M. le coroner Belleau, continue sur les lieux de la catastrophe,
I'enquéte commencée lundi dernier, sur la triste mort des trois enfants de M. Pierre Godbout. M.
Taschereau, la société Montambault, Langelier, Langelier et Taschereau, représentait la famille
Godbout, et M. G. Bossé, C.R., M. le major Prévost. Un grand nombre de témoins, entre autres le
lieutenant-colonel Montizambert, le major Short, le major Prévost, surintendant de la fabrique de
cartouches, le capitaine Farley et aussi les soldats de la Batterie B, qui sont allés a I'ile faire les essais
de projectiles nouveaux, manufacturés aux ateliers du gouvernement a Québec.

M. le lieutenant-colonel Montizambert qui fut le premier témoin entendu produit un document par
lequel M. le major Prévost demandait au ministre de la milice la permission de faire l'essai des
nouveaux projectiles, avec 'aide de quelques artilleurs de la batterie B, et demandait aussi qu’on lui
permit de se servir des canons qui sont a l'ile, sous la garde de la batterie B. On a fait droit a cette
demande. Il ne sait rien personnellement du tir qui a eu lieu samedi dernier huit jours.

Jamais les obus ne sont ramassés par les autorités militaires qu’ils fassent explosion ou non. Le fait est
que ces projectiles vont si loin qu’on en perd toute trace. L’objectif est sur la greve et les canons sont
placés sur une butte située a quinze ou dix-huit cents verges du but. Les blancs sont a trois ou quatre
cents verges de I'eau. Ces projectiles tombent souvent a I'eau et font des ricochets qui souvent les
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portent tout pres de la rive nord. Le major Prévost n’a eu la direction du tir cet automne, qu'une seule
fois. Personne ne peut se servir des canons dont il est parlé plus haut sans qu’autorisation n’en soit
donnée par le témoin. La position des canons est telle que le feu doit nécessairement étre un feu
plongeant. Aux obus Shrapnell des fusées sont toujours attachées.

Transquestionné par M. Taschereau, le témoin dit qu’il est probable qu'un boulet ou projectile
quelconque tombé a I’eau fasse ricochet et qu’au lieu de traverser la riviere, il prenne une direction
toute autre, de méme qu’un ricochet peut étre cause qu’il aille finir sa course a un mille au-dela de la
cible. Le méme fait se produirait si le projectile frappait d’abord la vase de la greve. Les mesures
prises en vue de la sécurité publique se résument au choix qui a été fait de 'endroit ou ces exercices
de tir ont lieu. Il est presqu’'impossible que des accidents arrivent. Les hommes en faction pres de la
cible peuvent donner avis de tout danger au moyen de trompettes, de pavillons, etc. Il faudrait qu'un
artilleur fut affreusement gauche pour tirer de maniere a ce que le projectile aille tomber sur les terres
labourables. II est possible que des éclats d’obus aillent dans les champs. Le témoin ne sait pas si la
cible est plus pres de terre que I’année derniere. Dans tous les cas, I'officier qui commande le tir peut
faire déplacer la cible, qui est généralement judicieusement placée.

I ne sait pas si les habitants de St. Pierre sont avertis du fait quun concours de tir aura lieu. Il croit
que oui mais il mais il ne sait pas si les nommés Noél qui d’habitude mettent les cibles en place, ont
été avertis que le 22 septembre on ferait essai de nouveaux projectiles. Il y a vingt ans que sur cette
partie de I'Isle d’Orléans il y a des concours de tir au canon.

Le coroner demande s’il est vrai que les artilleurs de la batterie B ont peur d’accompagner le major
Prévost alors que ce dernier fait des expériences avec de nouveaux projectiles. Le témoin répond qu’il
n'a pas connaissance de ce fait. Il ne sait pas non plus que M. Prévost ayant essayé d’utiliser les
plaines d’Abraham comme terrain d’expériences a été obligé de se transporter a I'ile par suite de
plaintes des résidents de la grande Allée. Il n’est pas a la connaissance du témoin que les paroissiens
de St-Pierre ne soient jamais avertis que le tir se fera le lendemain.

La major Short, commandant de la batterie B, est ensuite assermenté, et dit que certains obus, les
Shrapnell par exemple, ne font pas toujours explosion.

Vint ensuite M. le Lt.-Col. Forrest qui produisit des documents établissant que les greves sur
lesquelles sont placées les cibles ont été louées au gouvernement fédéral et Impérial. A Félix Noél, en
vertu de ces baux, il paye $60 par année, et a Mme Genevieve Plante $24 et cela depuis dix-sept ans.
Le major Prévost, surintendant de la cartoucherie, dit qu'il agissait sous le contrdle et d’apres les
ordres du département de la milice et de la défense. Je suis chargé de surveiller la conduite de la
cartoucherie établie a Québec. Dans le cours de cette année, j'ai recu ordre du département de la
milice de fabriquer des obus de 64 et de 9. Le 7 septembre dernier j'en avais fabriqué une certaine
quantité. Comme dans le cours d"une fabrication de cette nature, il est important de se rendre compte
de la qualité des obus, je communiquai avec le sous-ministre du département de la milice, et
I’autorisation de procéder a ces essais sur le champ de tir de l'artillerie de I'Isle d’Orléans me fut
donnée, comme il appert par les ordres au verso de la lettre produite a cette enquéte par le col.
Montizambert.

Les artilleurs et le matériel furent en conséquence mis a ma disposition. Le 21 septembre dernier,
jenvoyai l'assistant-surintendant de la cartoucherie, le lieutenant Hearn, voir M. Noél, propriétaire
du terrain sur lequel se trouvent les batteries, pour lui dire que nous tirerions le lendemain, et
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s’entendre avec lui sur la pose de la cible. Le lieutenant Hearn fit rapport a son retour que M. Noél
demandait pour lui et un autre homme, pour une partie de leur journée, $2 chacun; je fis envoyer le
méme jour un avis que nous n’entrerions pas en arrangement.

Le 22 septembre, je me redis a I'lIle avec le lieutenant Hearn, le contre-maitre Dickson et cinq ouvriers
de la fabrique. Le lieutenant Hearn fut chargé de cette escouade et plaga une cible, qu’ils avaient
apportée avec eux, a une distance qu’on jugea de 1 600 verges. Les pieces avec laquelle on devait tirer
sont de 64, montées sur des affuts de place portés sur des plateformes en bois dont le centre est
parallele a la ligne normale du tir de la batterie. Le détachement sous le lieutenant Hearn s’établit sur
la terre ferme a la hauteur de la cible (vis-a-vis) qui, elle, se trouvait placée dans le lit du fleuve et
dans la ligne de tir de la batterie. Le détachement placé pres de la cible sous le lieutenant Hearn,
devait observer l'effet des projectiles, leur direction et essayer aussi de les retrouver et de les
rapporter a Québec pour qu’'on put les étudier et se rendre compte de leur qualité. L’essai des
projectiles est nécessaire pour constater la qualité de la fonte et du vernis (laque) qui garnit la surface
interne de I'obus, et généralement leur solidité; si la fonte est saine, il est nécessaire de se conformer
au reglement qui gouverne cette fabrication d’obus dans les ateliers de 1'état en Angleterre, c’est-a-
dire tirer les obus remplis de poudre et bien bouchés avec un bouchon en bronze taraudé. Ce qui fut
fait. On tire ainsi ces obus pour s’assurer que des obus de méme fabrication et de la méme nature de
métal ne soient pas dans le cas de faire explosion prématurément, soit dans la piece avec laquelle on
les tire, soit dans leur trajet dans 1'air.

Les obus faisant explosion dans la piece prématurément, la mettent généralement hors de service. Le
22 dernier, nous tirames 13 obus. Aucun ne fit explosion prématurément. Nous tirdmes aussi des
obus Warlich contenant seulement de 1’eau, pour nous rendre compte de la portée a laquelle nous
tirions. Aucun obus de fabrication canadienne ne fit explosion prématurément durant le tir, mais
quatre éclaterent en frappant des roches pres de la cible, c’est-a-dire dans le lit de la riviere. Deux
autres obus atteignirent la cible ou passerent pres de la cible et continuerent leur trajet a un grande
distance vers le milieu de la riviere ou ils se perdirent en eau profonde. Un obus tomba a courte
distance de la cible, mais sa position ne peut étre déterminée. Un obus tiré me fut rapporté par le
lieutenant Hearn et ramené a Québec; les autres 5 obus ont été vus passant pres de la cible. De fait,
tous les obus sont passés dans la cible, au-dessus, ou dans un rayon de trois pieds. Un seul passa a
droite; tous les autres passerent a gauche. J'attribue ce fait a I'inclinaison donnée a la piece pour
corriger l'effet du vent qui venait du c6té du fleuve. Aucun obus ne porta dans la direction de la terre
ferme; ils passerent tous a une distance que j'estimais de plusieurs centaines de pied du rivage. Tous
les obus étaient fermés avec un bouchon de bronze bien serré avec une clé spéciale qui s’adapte dans
un trou carré de dimension exacte. Ce bouchon se trouve dans une cavité dans la téte de 1’obus, de
maniere a ce que cette partie supérieure du bouchon soit plus déprimé que la surface extérieure de
I'obus et y forme un creux. On ne doit pouvoir enlever ce bouchon qu’a l'aide d'un instrument
semblable ou analogue a celui dont nous nous sommes servis nous-mémes. Avec cette clé méme
encore, il serait difficile d’entrer le bouchon d"un obus qui a été tiré. Lors de la décharge de la piece, le
bouchon ne participe pas immédiatement au mouvement de rotation que recoit le projectile et son
inertie tend a le faire resserrer davantage dans 1’obus. L’obus que nous tirions a 16 pouces de long et
6 pouces et 24 centimetres de diametre; 1'épaisseur moyenne des parois est de 76/100 de pouce et a
charge pese 7 livres et 2 onces. Poids total 64 livres. Si un obus tenait plus de 7 livres et 2 onces il
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faudrait le remplir d'un surplus, car quelques-uns de ces obus avaient déja fait explosion
prématurément, soit dans la piece, soit dans le trajet dans 'air par suite du choc ou de friction de la
poudre sur la paroi. Quatre obus ont éclaté sur les roches, pres de la cible, un a été trouvé le 22
septembre par 'escouade qui était a la cible et deux se sont dirigés vers le milieu du fleuve; il reste 5
obus dont on ne se rend pas compte, mais depuis ceux ont été retrouvés, me dit-on, par les enfants de
M. Godbout. L’escouade a la cible recherchait les obus a chaque ronde; on signalait aussi a quelle
distance les obus étaient tombés de la cible.
On lui montre un obus et le témoin dit que cet obus est pareil a ceux qui ont été tirés, I’autre jour,
mais il ne peut si c’en est un, parce qu’on en a également tirés ’année derniere. L’obus marqué B a été
trouvé entre la cible et la piece apres de 22 septembre. Un éclat d’obus qui m’est maintenant montré
provient des obus qui ont été tirés le 22 septembre. Les obus tirés 'automne dernier avaient été en
partie manufacturés a la cartoucherie, mais la fonte ne l'avait pas été. Je ne puis dire si la poudre se
conserverait un an; il est plus probable que non.
En réponse a M. Taschereau, le témoin dit que le lieutenant Hearn et son détachement avaient
mission de constater 1'endroit ou les bombes tomberaient et de les rapporter a Québec pour les
étudier. Il se devaient agir que pendant le remps qu’ils étaient a la cible, ils n’avaient pas l'ordre
d’aller les jours subséquents a la recherche des obus qu’ils n’avaient pas trouvé le jour méme du tir.
Quant aux cing obus que j'ai dit avoir pris par ricochet une direction parallele a la ligne de tir dans le
lit du fleuve, je pouvais présumer qu’ils tomberaient dans le fleuve a un point plus bas que la cible.
Le 22 septembre dernier, le tir a commencé entre midi et une heure et s’est terminé apres 4 heures. La
marée commengait alors a monter. Apres 'essai du premier obus, j'ignore si le lieutenant Hearn a
continué a rechercher les projectiles, mais je sais qu’il est monté a Québec avec son détachement par
le bateau de 5 heures, Le détachement du lieutenant Hearn était a la cible, et le détachement
d’artillerie qui tirait des batteries était sous le commandant du capitaine Farley. Les deux
détachements étaient sous la direction du témoin, le major Prévost.
On demandit ensuite les témoins suivants : le capitaine Farley, de la Batterie B; Jean Leclerc, qui a
trouvé trois obus chargés sur la greve jeudi, apres le tir; Ferdinand Leclerc, qui déclara avoir dévissé
facilement deux obus au moyen d’un bout de carvelle; Pierre Godbout et son fils, réexaminés. Le
jeune Louis dit que c’est son frere qui a ouvert la bombe. Personne ne I'a aidé. Il I’a ouverte avec un
bout de bois qu’il fit adapter au bouchon avec I’aide de son canif. Il voulait voir si elle contenant de la
poudre. L’année derniere on avait ainsi débouché d’autres bombes.
Un autre témoin, le contre-maitre Dickson, de la cartoucherie, fut examiné puis apres quelques temps
de délibération, les jurés prononcerent le verdit suivant :

« Que les défunts ont été tués, le 24 septembre, par l’explosion d’un obus laissé sur la greve de la

paroisse Saint-Pierre, le 23 septembre, par les employés de la cartoucherie de Québec. De plus, les

jurés sont d’opinion qu’il y a eu négligence coupable d’avoir laissé le dit obus sur la greve, des

recherches suffisantes n’ayant pas été faites pour le trouver, ainis que d’autres qui y ont été laissés,

le 22 septembre. »
L’enquéte fut close a 7 heures hier soir. M. le coroner Belleau, les avocats et les témoins sont revenus a
la ville pendant la soirée par le vapeur Orléans.
Le sergent Harpe a rapporté a Québec sur ordre du coroner tous les obus chargés qui ont été

retrouvés sur la greve depuis le jour de cette triste catastrophe

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Encore un obus
On a trouvé a l'ile un autre obus qui n’a pas fait explosion. L’obus a été transporté en ville hier et

laissé sur le quai des Commissaires par son propriétaire. On ferait bien de I’enlever au plus tot sil’on

ne veut pas que quelques enfants se livrent dessus a des expériences du genre de la derniere.

Secoués par cette tragédie, les habitants de la paroisse, prennent l'initiative de faire parvenir la lettre
qui suit, datée du 18 octobre 1887 et signée par le curé et 80 habitants de St-Pierre, au Ministre de la
milice et de la défense a Ottawa, demandant que les exercices de tirs ne se fassent plus a l'ile

d’Orléans.
IIs ne regurent pas de fin de non-recevoir mais presque. En effet, les exercices de tir vont se

poursuivre jusqu’en 1904.

Detachment to parade in clean fatigue dress for competition.

If considered necessary, two trail shots from each nature of gun may be fired by the Umpire at the
commencement of each day’s firing, or if target has to be shifted, the results to be signalled and fully
recorded.

The umpire will have full discretionary powers to disqualify any detachment, or to inflict a penalty of
from two to five points for each irregularity, or mistake at drill, noticed by him.

Ties to be decided by 1 point for direction. 2 points for common shell score. If still a tie, the by firing
40-pr., plugged shell at longer range.

General rules for practice as published by Inspector of Artillery — Umpire’s decision to be final. No
appeal.

Shifting Ordnance Competition, A

Open to one Officer or N.C. Officer as No. 1 and 18 N.C. Officers or Gunners selected from competing
detachments of brigades. Independent batteries wishing to enter for this competition will be requires
to include their firing detachment in that for Shifting Ordnance, but no camp allowances can be paid
to other than the firing detachments.

Rules. — A 32-pr 58cwt. Gun on the ground, about 15 yards from the platform, to be mounted on the
garrison standing carriage on the latter by parbuckling over the side, gun and carriage to be left in
line of fire, run back, stores clear of platform.

The operation of mounting must be done in strict accordance with the manual.

Stores as detailed in Manual parbuckling, page 669. From two to five seconds may be added to the
time at the discretion of the Umpire for each mistake at drill or other irregularity.

Umpire’s decision to be final.

Prizes will be awarded to the detachments performing the above operations in the shortest total time.
The Shifting Ordnance Competition «B» is a «Go as you please» Shift, same nature of gun used, but
details only published on the ground, and no preliminary practice allowed. It consists of the reverse
of Competition «A».

Of the detachments that have performed the shifts, the New Brunswick has done the «A» shift in 9
min., 50 sec., and «B» in 9.55. The Montreal has done the «A» in 6.08, and «B» in8.14. The shifts made
by the Prince Edward Island detachment yesterday were very remarkable for the admirable precision
and drill displayed. The detachment consisted of a very fine and select body of men, and the easy
manner in which they handled the gun gave evidence of a good deal of careful practice. The 58 cwt.
Gun was rolled right up by them on to its carriage without a hitch of any kind, when just as it should
have slipped into its place, it dropped straight down alongside the carriage in the very middle of the
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detachment. This contre temps was exceedingly disheartening, not only to the competing team, but
also to the spectators, who were greatly interested in the splendid handling of the gun by this
detachment and expected to see extra good time made. The shortest time in which this shift has been
made so far on the Island is 6 min.08 sec., and but for the accident just described, the P.E.L
detachment would have done inside of 3.30. The fall of the gun in the middle of the detachment was
quite starling to many old artillerymen present, who know the dangerous character of these shifts,
and some of them afterwards admitted that it almost made their hair stand on end. Most
miraculously however, nobody at all was hurt, the gun striking two or three men in its fall and
simply pushing them aside. It is only surprising that two or three were not killed, or at all events that
no broken bones resulted from it.

Apparently undismayed by the disaster, the detachment immediately went to work to replace the gun in
position, and were rewarded for their pluck and perseverance by the loud applause and hearty congratulations of
the onlookers. The time occupied was somewhere about 8 minutes, though the most difficult part of the shift
had to be gone over twice, besides rolling the gun back from the place where it fell.

The «B» shift was made by this detachment in 4 minutes, the best time prior to it being8.14. It was a beautiful

piece of drill and again earned for the P.E.I. boys the hearty applause and congratulations of the spectators. The
two shifts were certainly, so far, the most interesting of the series, and well worth the visit to the Island.

Central Competition at Quebec Recommended

Thanks to Officers of «A» and «B» Batteries, Major Crawford Lindsay and Others.

Ottawa, Jan. 26. — The council of the Dominion Artillery Association have agreed upon their report to
be submitted at the annual meeting next month. The batteries contributing to the association during
the past tear numbered the same as 1887, but the number of competitors increased about 20 per cent,
and the prize list 15 per cent., exclusive of the prizes presented by His Excellency the Governor-
General for efficiency.

Whilst acknowledging the improvement visible in late years, the council are of the opinion that it
would be to the advantage of the force generally if it could be arranged to have a central competition
say at Quebec, for one or two officers and eight or ten men from each filed battery, when they could
all fire over the same range and under the same conditions, being satisfied that such a competition
would be the means of much improvement in drill, discipline and practice.

The suggestion is made that a deputation be appointed to wait on the Major-General commanding,
and request him to recommend the issue of a suit oc canvas clothing the the gunners and drivers of
tiled batteries for wear while cleaning guns and harness, grooming or in the performance of other
such duties.

The report stronmgly recommends that the Department Of Militia and Defense be asked to increase
the time allowed non-commissioned officers and gunners of files batteries by, say, four days, for
preliminary drill before going into camp, to be devoted to gun drill, fort drill, aimimg drill, position
and duties, lectures on ammunition, etc., thus allowing the whole of the time in camp to be employed
in files movements, takimg up positions, coming into action and other necessary work which is now
left undine for want of time.

The council again press upon the artillery of the different provinces the asvisability of their forming
provincial associations, as by united action and help alone can the further success of the association
be assured.

The hope is also expressed that the commanding officer of each battery will urge his subalterns to
become members of the association.

The report conclude with fitting acknowledgements to the inspector and the assistant inspector of
artillery and the officers of «A» and «B» batteries R.C.A. for their continued kindness in carrying out
their arduous duties as umpires and range officers, and also Major Lindsay, Quebec Filed Battery, for

Sad Death of a P.E.I. Artilleryman

Quite a shock was caused in town yesterday when it became known that the accident to Corporal
Rufus McDonald, of Prince Edward Island, at the Island of Orleans on Wednesday afternoon, as
reported in yesterday’s Chronicle, had proved fatal. It appeared that the unfortunate artilleryman
breathed his last in the Jeffery Hale Hospital at 3 o’clock yesterday morning. Doctors Sewell and Blair
having unsuccessfully done everything in their power to save his life. Poor McDonald had had both
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his leg and arm fearfully crushed and mangled by the fall of the heavy gun, and his injuries included
a severed artery. Loss of blood contributed largely, it is said, to the fatal result of the accident, but the
facts will all be made clear at the inquest which will be held to-day by Coroner Belleau. Deceased was

about 40 years of age and leaves a widow in Charlottetown.

The Dead Artilleryman

Result of the Inquest Yesterday

A Military Funeral from the Citadel to the Ferry

The mortal remains of the late Corporal R. Macdonald, of the P.E. Island Artillery team, who was
killed by the dal of a cannon in a shifting competition at the Isle of Orleans on Wednesday, left town
yesterday afternoon by I.C.R. for the late home of the deceased at Charlottetown, where they will be
interred.

An inquest was held upon the body at the morgue yesterday morning by Dr. A.G. Belleau, Coroner.
The following were sworn in as the jury: - R. Morgan, (foreman), John Walker, John Hunter, John
Murgatroyd, James Copeman, T. W. Andrews, Alex. Thom, Jos. Dynes, E.H. Walling, T.H. Norris, D.
Kerr, J. E. Walsh, Jas. McCone, W. McWilliam.

After viewing the remains of the dead soldier, the evidence of Lt.-Col. Moore, Lt.Col. Irwin, of Master
Gunner Office and Drs. Turcot ans Blair was taken , and the jury, after a lengthy deliberation, agreed
on the following verdict : - «That deceased died from hemorrhage ans shock on the nervous system, brought
on by the rupture of the large blood vessels and tearing away of the veins and flesh of the left leg, caused by the
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falling of the gun owing to the skid between the trunnion having slipped from its bearing on gun carriage.
Although the jurors consider the death of Rufus McDonald purely an accident, the are of opinions that an
hospital tent with all necessary appliances should be allotted to every artillery camp.»

Deceased, who was aged 47 years, was of Scotch descent, a member of the Presbyterian Church and a
painter by trade. He was of fine physique, being over six feet in height. The remains were conveyed
to the Ciradel shortly before noon by Mr. Lepine, undertaker, and were accorded a military funeral
escort thence to the ferry wharf.

The body, wrapped in the Union Jack, was drawn to the ferry on a gun carriage to which six horses
were attached, and which was preceded by a firing party of «B» Battery and by the band, with
muffled drums, &c. The rank and file of «B» Battery, the companions of the deceased in his own
battery, representatives of other batteries and of city corps and a group of officers followed after the
body, and the utmost sympathy was everywhere manifested both for the relatives and friends of the
deceased and also for his late companions-in-arms.

Handsome wreaths of flowers were sent by the detachments of «B» Battery and of the Yarmouth,
Cobourg and Digby Batteries that were in camp. Others were sent by Mr. R. Turner, and by Major

and Mrs. Lindsay and others.
